Some Game Themes:  College football’s bowl season – the most wonderful time of the year – kicks 
off with a matchup of two western programs that haven’t met on the gridiron in 71 years … Is a 
shootout in store in the Southwest? It would appear so with a pair of high-scoring offenses fac-
ing a pair of defenses that have struggled to consistently slow down opponents … A well-hyped 
showdown between the nation’s leading rusher (Arizona’s All-American Ka’Deem Carey, 146.4 ypg) 
and the second-leading rusher (Nevada’s Stefphon Jefferson, 141.9 ypg) … Quarterbacks Matt Scott 
(Arizona, 3,723 total offense yards) duels with Cody Fajardo (Nevada, 3,511 total offense yards) in a 
battle of dual-threat signal-callers … Arizona appears in a bowl game for the fourth time in the last 
five seasons, while Nevada makes its eighth-consecutive postseason trip … A contrast in coaching 
tenures, with Arizona’s Rich Rodriguez in his first season at the school squaring off against Chris Ault 
who has served three stints as the Nevada head coach over 28 combined years … Arizona, despite 
missing a bowl game last year, can finish its season with a victory for the second straight year after 
bowl losses in 2009 and 2010 … A last chance for seniors on both sides of the ball to cap their careers 
on high notes … A preview of an upcoming home-and-home series between the schools in the 2014 
(Tucson) and 2015 (Reno) seasons.  
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In his first season as the head coach at Arizona, Rich Rodriguez set simple goals for his program. His mission in Year One was to change the culture in the program 
he inherited, establish a hard-edge mentality amongst his team and ensure that the Wildcats’ 20 seniors understood their importance to the program not only this 
season, but in the years to come.

From that standpoint, Rodriguez’s initial season was a huge success. Players, notably that senior class with one season left to prove themselves to the new coaching 
staff, bought into his program. They showed year-round commitment through spring ball, summer workouts and fall camp that was unmatched in previous years. 
Despite one of the Pac-12’s youngest and least-experienced rosters, the Wildcats showed maturity and resiliency as they learned the intricacies of new systems on 
both sides of the football.

The result was a dramatic turnaround on the playing field. After a 4-8 season and 
no postseason in 2011, Rodriguez led his charges to a seven-win regular season and 
a bowl appearance in his first year, becoming the first Wildcat head coach to do so. 
Along the way were some thrilling wins and gut-wrenching losses that leave Arizona 
hungry to showcase itself once more on the national stage as the school makes its 
fourth bowl appearance in the last five years.

Arizona capitalized on a heavy home slate that featured eight games in Tucson 
which helped spark a 3-0 start. Rodriguez’s first win needed some extra time, but 
a 24-17 overtime victory against an eventual nine-win Toledo squad looks better 
now than it did in early September. A week later, the Wildcats upended then-No. 18 
Oklahoma State, 59-38, in a game that gave Rodriguez’s first squad instant national 
relevancy.     

After a 56-0 shutout of South Carolina State a week later, the Wildcats found 
themselves in the national rankings and facing their stiffest competition yet. High-
powered No. 3 Oregon proved too be too much for the Wildcats to handle on the 
road, and the Ducks won 49-0. The score, however, was not nearly as close. Arizona 
had four drives come up empty in the red zone in the first half alone, but still found 
itself trailing just 13-0 midway through the third quarter before the Ducks pulled 
away late.  

The Wildcats continued a tough stretch of games against nationally-ranked teams 
over the next two weeks. Eighteenth-ranked Oregon State wrestled away a 38-35 
result in Tucson to close out September, before Arizona turned in a valiant effort on the road at eventual Pac-12 Champion Stanford in early October. The Wildcats had 
a 14-point fourth-quarter lead, but could not hang on as the Cardinal prevailed in overtime, 54-48.

A conveniently-timed bye week allowed the banged up Wildcats to regroup at the mid-point of the season with a 3-3 mark. They returned to action on Oct. 20 and 
dismantled Washington, 52-17, at Arizona Stadium. The momentum carried over a week later as Arizona stunned No. 10 Southern California, 39-36, behind 26-unas-
wered second half points to knock the Trojans out of the national championship discussion.

The Wildcats hit the road with another national ranking for a Pac-12 South Division showdown at the Rose Bowl against No. 25 UCLA, but the Bruins jumped out to a 
21-0 first-quarter lead and never looked back in a 66-10 rout. Senior quarterback Matt Scott took a hit to the head in the second half and was unavailable the week 
later, but backup B.J. Denker performed comfortably in his first career start against Colorado. Behind a conference record-setting 366 rushing yards from Ka’Deem 
Carey, the Wildcats defeated the Buffaloes, 56-31, on Arizona’s Homecoming to clinch bowl-eligibility.

Arizona’s final road game of the season was at Utah a week later. The Wildcats again pounded the ball on the ground and registered a 34-24 victory to set the stage for 
a showdown against rival Arizona State in the Territorial Cup a week later in Tucson. Despite a 10-point fourth-quarter lead, the Wildcats could not hold off a furious 
rally by the Sun Devils, and the 41-34 defeat left Arizona at 7-5 for the season.

It was a season that shattered numerous offensive records. For the first time in school history, the Wildcats amassed over 6,000 yards of total offense in a season. The 
did so by passing for 3,497 yards and nearly balanced the total with 2,765 rushing yards. Also for the first time, Arizona has a 3,000-yard passer (Scott), 1,500-yard 
rusher (Carey) and a 1,000-yard receiver (Austin Hill). Carey was a first-team all-conference selection and a Walter Camp first-team All-American, while Scott and Hill 
each were honored as second-team all-conference members.

Rodriguez’s first season is not yet complete, either. He has his team a win away from a potential eight-win campaign, and the resulting bowl victory would send out 
the senior class with one more win. Further, the win would carry momentum into the offseason, one that could prove even more significant than his first year as the 
foundation for future success continues to take shape both figuratively and literally. By the time his second squad hits the field next fall, the Wildcats will call the 
75-million dollar Lowell-Stevens Football Facility their new home – the centerpiece of Arizona Football in the years to come.

1,757.... Total rushing yards for Ka’Deem Carey this year. The mark is a new single-season school record (surpassed Trung Canidate’s 1,602 in 1999) and the most ever 
gained by a sophomore in the Pac-12 (surpassed Oregon’s LaMichael James’ 1,731 yards in 2010). The total also ranks as the 10th-most rushing yards gained in a single 
season by any player in the conference.

2,061.... Total all-purpose yards gained by Ka’Deem Carey in 2012. The sophomore is just the third player in school history to collect 2,000 all-purpose yards in a season 
and he is 189 yards shy of breaking receiver/returner Dennis Northcutt’s school-record 2,249 yards gained in 1999.

2,182.... Career rushing total for Ka’Deem Carey. The tally already ranks as 11th-most in school history.

2,765.... Arizona’s season rushing total is the most it has ever gained in a season since joining the Pac-10/12 in 1978.

2,946.... Combined rushing/receiving yards gained by Ka’Deem Carey and Austin Hill. The duo is 79 yards shy of breaking the 3,024 yards collected by the other most 
prolific rushing/receiving tandem in school history set in 1999 – Trung Canidate (1,602 rushing) and Dennis Northcutt (1,422 receiving).

3,238.... Season passing yardage total for Matt Scott  ranks as the third-most passing yards in UA single-season history.

3,497.... Arizona season passing yardage total is the fourth-most in single-season school history.

4,539.... Career passing yards for Matt Scott, which ranks No. 10 in program history.

5,656.... Career total offense for Matt Scott. The figure ranks eighth all-time at Arizona.

6,262.... Season total offense marks the first time in program history the Wildcats have posted a 6,000-yard season. The previous school record was 5,712 set in 2010.

Last Time Out: Arizona’s regular season ended on a heart-breaking note as it surrendered the Territorial Cup 
(the nation’s oldest rivalry trophy) to rival Arizona State in a 41-34 outcome before a sold-out crowd of 51,901 at 
Arizona Stadium on Nov. 23. The Wildcats jumped out to an early lead on Ka’Deem Carey’s 1-yard touchdown run 
in the opening period, but the Sun Devils outscored Arizona 14-3 in the second stanza to claim a 14-9 halftime 
edge. After ASU kicked a field goal early in the third quarter, the Wildcats stormed back with 18 unanswered 
points to take a 27-17 lead into the fourth quarter. Another field goal by Jon Mora brought the Sun Devils to 
within a touchdown with 11:51 to play in the game. Arizona was poised to extend that lead minutes later with 
a redzone drive, but Matt Scott fumbled and the Sun Devils promptly recovered and marched in for the tying 
touchdown on the ensuing drive. The Cats went three plays and out on their next series, and Kyle Dugandzic’s 
punt was blocked. One play later, the visitors had the lead and never looked back. They intercepted Scott on the 
next drive and punched in another touchdown to take a 41-27 lead. The Wildcats scored with 1:54 remaining in 
the game, but were unable to recover the onside kick and with no timeouts saw the clock hit zero with a 41-34 
score standing. The Wildcats outgained the Sun Devils, 522-460, but Arizona State scored 35 points off four UA 
turnovers and the blocked punt. That proved to be the difference as the Wildcats scored just six points off two 
Sun Devil turnovers in the game. Arizona’s Carey set the school’s single-season rushing record thanks to his 172 
rushing yards, but ASU’s running back Marion Grice stole the show with 156 yards and three touchdowns to 
win the Bob Moran Most Outstanding Player Award. It was the fourth-straight game in the series decided by a 
touchdown or less (15 total points), with the visiting team winning each of those tilts.

The Coaches: Arizona - Rich Rodriguez (West Virginia ‘86), first year at Arizona (7-5) and 18th as a head 
coach overall (126-89-2). At Arizona, Rodriguez is 6-2 at Arizona Stadium, 1-3 on the road and 0-0 at neutral 
sites. Rodriguez was introduced as the 30th head coach of the UA football program on Nov. 22, 2011. He carries 
Division I records of 7-5 at Arizona, 60-26 at West Virginia (2001-2007) and 15-22 at Michigan (2008-10). He 
began his head coaching career at Salem (W.Va.) University in 1988 and then coached at Glenville State (W.Va.) 
from 1990-96. Rodriguez’s West Virginia teams were Big East Champions in 2003, 2004, 2005 and 2007 while 
appearing in two BCS bowls, the 2005 Sugar Bowl with a victory over Georgia for an 11-1 record and a victory 
over Oklahoma in the 2007 Fiesta Bowl to finish 10-2 shortly after Rodriguez had left for Michigan. His teams 
have appeared in bowls in eight of 11 seasons an FBS head coach. Nevada – Chris Ault (Nevada, ’69 and ’73), 
28th season at Nevada (233-108-1) and 28th overall as a head coach. Ault has been with the Nevada program 
for 41 years, beginning with his playing career as a quarterback from 1965-67. Ault’s coaching career began as 
an assistant at UNLV, before at age 29, he became the Wolf Pack head coach from 1976-92. In 1986, he began 
serving as the school’s athletics director, a position he remained in after stepping aside from coaching duties.  He 
returned to coaching for the 1994-95 seasons and continued his administrative role through 2004. That year, he 
returned to coaching full time without the administrative responsibility. He is one of 14 FBS head coaches that 
began this season coaching at their alma mater.

Arizona vs. Nevada/Mountain West: Arizona and Nevada have met three previous times on the gridiron, 
with the series split evenly at 1-1-1. The Wildcats won the last meeting, 26-7, on Oct. 11, 1941, in Tucson. The 
Wolf Pack won the initial meeting between the programs by a score of 23-14 on Nov. 1, 1924, in Reno. A year 
later, the schools played to a 0-0 tie on Nov. 26, 1925, in Tucson. … Arizona is 87-47-5 against current members 
of the Mountain West Conference … The Wildcats’ last game against a MW foe was a 31-21 victory over No. 17 
Brigham Young (now independent) in the Pioneer Las Vegas Bowl on Dec. 20, 2008. Earlier that season the Wild-
cats dropped a game, 36-28, to New Mexico in Albuquerque – their last meeting with a current MW school … 
Other than the Lobos, Arizona has played just two additional schools in the current MW this millennium, includ-
ing San Diego State (in 2000 and 2001) and UNLV (2001) … The Wildcats’ last bowl game against a current MW 
member was a 20-14 victory over New Mexico in the 1997 Insight.com Bowl played on Dec. 27, 1997, in Tucson. 
 
Future Foes: When Arizona was matched up against Oklahoma State in the 2010 Valero Alamo Bowl, it marked 
the first time since 1942 that the programs had met on the field. Interestingly, the two teams had already sched-
uled a home-and-home series to be played in the 2011 and 2012 seasons. The Cowboys won the bowl game 
(36-10) and the first regular season matchup in Stillwater (37-14) against Mike Stoops-coached Wildcat teams, 
before Rich Rodriguez guided Arizona to a 59-38 victory in Tucson on Sept. 8 of this year. This time around, the 
Wildcats are set to face Nevada in the Gildan New Mexico Bowl in the first gridiron battle between the schools 
since 1941. Conveniently, the schools are also set to play a home-and-home series beginning in 2014 in Tucson 
and wrapping up in Reno in 2015. 

Roster Notes: Neither Arizona nor Nevada have a player from New Mexico listed on their respective rosters 
… The Wolf Pack does not have a player from the state of Arizona … The Wildcats have one player, receiver 
Garic Wharton, that hails from the state of Nevada. Wharton, from Valley High School in Las Vegas, was named 
Class 4A All-Northeast League First-Team honors as an athlete, plus second-team as kick returner in his senior 
year of 2009 … Two recent offensive stars for Arizona (both played from 2008-11) – receiver Juron Criner (now 
with Oakland Raiders) and running back Keola Antolin – also arrived in the Old Pueblo from the Las Vegas area. 
Criner attended Canyon Springs High School before moving on the set an Arizona career record with 32 receiving 
touchdowns and finished fourth with 2,859 receiving yards. Antolin finished his career ranked ninth all-time in 
rushing yards (2,397) and was the Wildcats’ leading rusher in the 2009, 2010 and 2011 seasons, respectively.

Rich Rodriguez Year-by-Year

Mirror Images? On paper, Arizona and Nevada share some striking similarities.  Both teams have 7-5 overall 
records and each won four games in their respective conferences … Each side boasts one of the nation’s top 
rushers, with Arizona’s Ka’Deem Carey (146.42 yards per game) edging out Nevada’s Stefphon Jefferson (141.92) 
for the national lead heading into bowl season … Interestingly, each team’s second-leading rusher is the start-
ing quarterback with Arizona’s Matt Scott accounting for 484 rushing yards and Nevada’s Cody Fajardo nearing a 
1,000-yard season with his current total of 981 yards. Each QB has accounted for more than 3,500 yards of total 
offense on the season and rank among the top 11 players nationally in total offense per game … The Wolf Pack 
ranks No. 7 in rushing offense (260.0 ypg) and scores 37.0 points per game, while the Wildcats rank No. 15 in 
rushing offense (230.4 ypg) and tally 37.3 points per game … The teams have combined for over 12,000 yards 
of total offense this season (6,262 by Arizona and 6,024 by Nevada) … The Wildcats average 6.3 yards per play 
and their opponents 5.9 ypp, while the Wolf Pack averages 6.2 ypp to its opponents’ 5.8 ypp … Each defense 
has allowed over 32 points and 430 yards of total offense per contest this season …  Both schools have played a 
pair of overtime games this year, with each going 1-1 in those games … Arizona is minus-2 in turnover margin 
this season while Nevada is minus-3.

An All-American Season: Sophomore running back Ka’Deem Carey is the first offensive player in Arizona his-
tory to be named a Walter Camp All-American. The Tucson, Ariz., native set the school’s single-season rushing 
record with 1,757 yards on 275 carries this year. Averaging 146.4 rushing yards per game, Carey is the nation’s 
leading rusher and is one touchdown shy of matching Art Luppino’s program record (21) for rushing touchdowns 
in a season. The 5-foot-10, 197-pounder set a Pac-12 record with 366 rushing yards against Colorado on Nov. 10 
and his 400 all-purpose yards in the contest broke Luppino’s single-game school record held since 1954. Carey 
joins nine other Wildcats who have earned 10 Walter Camp All-America citations, including Antoine Cason (DB, 
2007), Chris McAlister (DB, 1998), Tedy Bruschi (DL, 1995 and 1994), Tony Bouie (DB, 1994), Rob Waldrop (DL, 
1993), Darryll Lewis (DB, 1990), Chuck Cecil (DB, 1987), Allan Durden (DB, 1985) and Ricky Hunley (LB, 1983).

Arizona In Bowl Games: This is Arizona’s first-ever appearance in the Gildan New Mexico Bowl … The Wild-
cats are making their 17th all-time bowl appearance, including their fourth in the last five years … Arizona is 
6-9-1 all-time in bowl games and has lost two-consecutive contests, but had previously won three-straight … 
After missing out on postseason competition from 1999-2007, former head coach Mike Stoops led the Wildcats 
to the 2008 Pioneer Las Vegas Bowl (defeated BYU, 31-21), the 2009 Pacific Life Holiday Bowl (lost to Nebraska, 
33-0) and 2010 Valero Alamo Bowl (lost to Oklahoma State, 36-10).

All-Pac-12: Ka’Deem Carey was named All-Pac-12 First-Team at the running back position to lead a cast of 
seven Wildcats on the Pac-12 All-Conference lists. Senior Matt Scott was named All-Pac-12 Second-Team at the 
quarterback position, while sophomore Austin Hill was named All-Pac-12 Second-Team at the receiver posi-
tion. Senior receiver Dan Buckner, junior linebacker Jake Fischer, senior center Kyle Quinn and sophomore safety 
Jared Tevis were named All-Pac-12 Honorable Mention. Fischer earned his second league honor after also being 
named honorable mention in 2010.

Tracking Ka’Deem: With 1,757 rushing yards, Ka’Deem Carey sits in 10th place on the Pac-12 Conference all-
time single-season rushing yardage chart. Carey’s average game (146.4 this season) would push him all the way 
up to No. 5, ahead of the likes of LaMichael James (1,805, Oregon – 2011), Charles White (1,859, USC – 1978), 
Toby Gerhart (1,871, Stanford – 2009), O.J. Simpson (1,880, USC – 1968) and Jerome Harrison (1,900, Wash-
ington State – 2005). A total of 219 yards would surpass Ricky Bell, (1,975, USC – 1975). Only three players 
in league history have gained over 2,000 yards in a season, including J.J. Arrington (2,018, California – 2004), 
Charles White, (2,050, USC – 1979) and Marcus Allen (2,427, USC – 1981). To move up into the No. 2 slot, Carey 
would need to collect 294 yards on the ground. Perhaps a bit of a stretch moving too far up that top-five, but 
Carey does own the conference single-game record of 366 yards set earlier this year.  

Rich Rodriguez In Bowl Games: Arizona head coach Rich Rodriguez is the first Wildcat coach to lead the 
school to a bowl game in his first season on the job. The Gildan New Mexico Bowl marks the eighth time in 11 
seasons as an FBS head coach that Rodriguez has led his teams to a bowl berth. At West Virginia, Rodriguez led 
the Mountaineers to six-consecutive postseason appearances from 2002-2007, including two BCS Bowls (2007 
Fiesta and 2005 Sugar). At Michigan, Rodriguez guided the Wolverines to the 2010 Gator Bowl. Rodriguez’s 
teams are 3-4 in the previous bowl games, including 2-0 in the BCS games, though Rodriguez did not coach the 
Mountaineers in the 2007 Fiesta Bowl as he had already accepted the head job at Michigan (the late Bill Stewart 
coached WVU in the game and was named the full time head coach after the game).

UA & RR Total Offense: Arizona has set a new school record with 6,262 total offense yards this season, break-
ing the previous benchmark of 5,712 yards rolled up by the 2010 squad. At 521.8 yards per game, it also stands 
as the highest per game output ever for head coach Rich Rodriguez in his 11 seasons as an FBS head coach. His 
final club at Michigan registered 488.7 yards per game, and checked out as his most balanced with 238.5 yards 
per game on the ground and 250.2 per game passing. At Arizona, he has his highest passing figure with 291.4 
yards per game, and a hefty 230.4 clip on the ground. Prior to the Wolverines’ tally in 2010, Rodriguez’s next 
highest total offense total was 461.4 yards per game at West Virginia in 2006.

Rushing Attack: Arizona’s ground game averages 230.4 rushing yards per game, a figure that would rank 
ninth-best in program history. Surprisingly, none of the top-10 rushing seasons in school history have come 
since 1989, making this year’s attack the most prolific in more than two decades. The mark also will be the best 
for a Rich Rodriguez team in his first season installing his offense. At West Virginia in 2001, the Mountaineers 
ran for 181.1 yards per game. At Michigan in 2008, the Wolverines gained 147.6 yards per game on the ground. 

Scoring Offense: With 447 points scored, the Wildcats are averaging 37.2 points per game. That figure would 
rank second-best in modern day school history behind the 1954 club that averaged 38.5 (385 points in 10 
games).  Arizona would need some 54 points in its final game to break to the record. Looking at Rich Rodriguez’s 
11 seasons as an FBS coach, UA’s current 37.2 points per game averaged would be his third-best mark, trailing 
only the 2007 (39.6) and 2008 (38.8) squads at West Virginia, respectively. 

Tale of Two Seasons? Over the first half of the season, the Wildcats averaged 37.0 points per game. In the 
second half of the year, they averaged 37.5 points per game. Pretty consistent, you say? Yes, indeed. However, 
the way Arizona moved the football to produce those points was dramatically different. Early in the year the 
Wildcats relied on the experience and arm of fifth-year senior quarterback Matt Scott to produce 368.3 passing 
yards per game against 183.0 rushing yards per game. Passing accounted for 67 percent of UA’s total offense 
yards over those first six games. In the second half of the season, Arizona began putting the ball in the hands of 
All-American running back Ka’Deem Carey more frequently with an emphasis on the running game. The final six 
games saw the Wildcats rush for 277.8 yards per game and pass for just 214.5 yards per game. After accounting 
for only 33 percent of yards in the first half of the season, rushing offense composed 56 percent of UA’s total of-
fense in the last half-dozen contests. Here’s a look at Arizona’s national offensive ranks (per-game totals) at the 
midway point of the season and the end of the regular season:

Superlative Triple-Threat: Arizona’s offensive triple-threat attack features a 3,000-yard passer (Matt Scott - 
3,238 yards), a 1,500-yard rusher (Ka’Deem Carey - 1,757 yards) and a 1,000-yard receiver (Austin Hill - 1,189 
yards). The trio is the first of its kind in Arizona history, a school that has only once had a 1,000-yard rushing 
and 1,000-yard receiving tandem in the same season (Trung Canidate and Dennis Northcutt in 1999). Scott, 
who missed one start against Colorado last month, ranks second in the Pac-12 in passing yards (294.4 yards per 
game) and has the sixth 3,000-plus yard passing season in program history. Carey leads all FBS players in rush-
ing yards per game (146.4) and total yards from scrimmage (2,045), while Hill - a Biletnikoff Award Semifinalist 
- ranks No. 12 individually for total receiving yards.

Rodriguez Notches Winning Season: Arizona’s 34-24 victory at Utah on Nov. 17 not only marked head coach 
Rich Rodriguez’s first road victory with the Wildcats, it also assured him a winning record in his first season at 
the school. That’s notable because the last UA head coach to do so in his inaugural campaign was College Foot-
ball Hall of Fame member Jim Young, whose Wildcat club posted a winning season with an 8-3 record in 1973. 
Othwerwise, Tony Mason (5-7, 1977), Larry Smith (5-6, 1980), John Mackovic (5-6, 2001) and Mike Stoops (3-8, 
2004) were unable to turn in winning seasons in their first year on the job. However, Dick Tomey, UA’s all-time 
coaching wins leader, broke even at 4-4-3 in his first season in 1987.

Thank You, Seniors: The Gildan New Mexico Bowl marks the final game for 20 seniors that have helped pro-
duce a winning 26-24 record over the last four seasons and a 34-29 mark over the last five years. The group is 
set to make its third bowl appearance over the last four years, and for those players that were around to redshirt 
in 2008, they will make their fourth postseason trip in their five-year career. The last time a Wildcat senior class 
achieved that feat was in 1994 when Arizona participated in bowl games in 1990 and then 1992-94. This year’s 
seniors include: Dominique Austin (DL), Addison Bachman (OL), Trace Biskin (OL), John Bonano (PK), Dan Buck-
ner (WR), Lamar De Rego (DL), Kyle Dugandzic (P), Chris Merrill (DL), Terrence Miller (WR), Willie Mobley (DL), 
Greg Nwoko (RB/LB), Kyle Quinn (OL), Drew Robinson (TE), Matt Scott (QB), Elliot Taylor (RB), Taimi Tutogi (FB/
DL), Christian Upshaw (DL), Jowyn Ward (DL/OL), Mark Watley (DB) and Shane Zink(OL).

Carey The Load: Sophomore running back Ka’Deem Carey, a local product out of Canyon del Oro High School, is 
Arizona’s new single-season record-holder with 1,757 rushing yards this season. Named a first-team All-Amer-
ican by multiple outlets, Carey leads all FBS rushers with 146.4 rushing yards per game and checks in second in 
the conference in all-purpose yardage (171.8 ypg). The 5-foot-11, 195-pounder has 21 total scores (20 rushing, 
one receiving) to rank No. 2 in the Pac-12 and rank tied for eighth nationally in touchdowns scored. Carey has 
topped 100 yards rushing nine times this season alone, just a year after the Wildcats broke 100 yards as a team 
only five times in 12 contests in 2011. Seven of his 100-yard games came against Pac-12 schools. He boasts a 
5.96 yards per carry average in career (366-2,182, 26 TD), the ninth-best career average for active FBS players 
with minimum 300 rush attempts.

Carey’s Record Day: Ka’Deem Carey rushed 25 times for 366 yards and five touchdowns on Nov. 10 against 
Colorado, setting or matching several school and conference records. Here’s a summary:

- Carey’s 366 rushing yards were the ninth-most ever in an FBS (formerly Division I) game, including the most in 2012. 
The figure also broke Washington State’s Rueben Mayes’ conference record of 357 yards gained at Oregon on Oct. 27, 
1984. The previous Arizona school record was held by Trung Canidate, who rushed for 288 yards against Arizona State 
on Nov. 27, 1998, at Arizona Stadium. 

- Carey’s five touchdown runs set a new Arizona record for single-game rushing scores and tied the conference record 
held by multiple players, including Oregon’s Kenjon Barner who had five rushing scores against USC on Nov. 3. The five 
scores matched Art Luppino’s record for single-game total touchdowns (four by rushing) set on Sept. 18, 1954, against 
New Mexico State. With a pair of extra points in that 1954 game, Luppino set the school record for single-game points 
scored (32). Carey’s 30 last Saturday now rank second all-time at the school. 

- Carey shattered the single-game school record for yards per carry (14.6) for a palyer with 20 or more rushing attempts 
in a game. The previous mark was established by Don Beasley, who ran 21 times for 193 yards (9.2 ypc) against Arizona 
State on Nov. 28, 1953. 

- Carey added 34 receiving yards to finish with an even 400 all-purpose yards in the game - another school record. The 
previous mark was held by Art Luppino, who gained 359 against New Mexico State on Sept. 18, 1954.

200-Yard Games: Ka’Deem Carey is the first Wildcat to register back-to-back 200-plus yard rushing games and 
is just the third to have multiple 200-yard games in his career. Trung Canidate had three 200-yard games in his 
career (one in 1998, two in 1999), while Art Luppino had one in 1954 and another in 1955 ... Arizona had 13 all-
time 200-yard rushing games entering this season, and Carey’s 366 vs. Colorado and 204 at Utah are Nos. 14 and 
15 ... Carey is the fourth player in the nation this season to tally back-to-back 200-yard games, joining Cody Getz 
(Air Force), David Fluellen (Toledo) and Johnathan Franklin (UCLA) ... Carey is one of 10 players across the nation 
with multiple 200-yard games ... Carey’s 570 combined yards in the two games are the most for a play in back-
to-back games this season, and came up three shy of matching Washington State’s Reuben Mayes’ 573 yards in 
consecutive games in 1984 that stands as the Pac-12 Conference record.

Rodriguez’s 1,000-Yard Rushers: Ka’Deem Carey became the first running back to post a 1,000-yard season 
under head coach Rich Rodriguez since Steve Slaton did so at West Virginia in 2007. At Michigan, only dual-threat 
quarterback Dennard Robinson (2010) mounted a 1,000-yard season during Rodriguez’s three seasons. At West 
Virginia, Slaton had three-straight 1,000-yard campaigns, including in 2007, 2006 and 2005. His quarterback 
during those years, Pat White, also turned in 1,000-yard seasons in 2006 and 2007. Prior to the Slaton-White 
years, running backs Avon Cobourne (2001 and 2002) and Quincy Wilson (2003) had 1,000-yard seasons under 
Rodriguez. Added up, and with Carey included, that’s 10 (ten) 1,000-yard rushers over 11 seasons as an FBS head 
coach for Rodriguez.

Tracking Matt: Senior quarterback Matt Scott has emerged as one of the most prolific passers in the country in 
his only full season as a starter. Scott, who has 3,238 total passing yards, is averaging just under 300 yards per 
game (294.4 ypg), ranking second in the Pac-12 and mong the top 16 of all FBS throwers. Added with more than 
40 rushing yards per game, Scott is averaging 338.5 yards in total offense per game, which leads the Pac-12 and 
ranks No. 7 nationally. Scott, who is averaging 11.9 yards per completion, has the 15th-most passing plays of 10-
plus yards (133) of any quarterback in the country. It’s all amounts to Scott challenging some single season and 
career top-10 offensive charts. Here’s a look at a few:
	 - Scott has four of Arizona’s top-10 all-time single-game total offense performances (485 at Stanford, 469 vs. USC, 	

	 461 vs. Toledo, and 432 vs. Oregon State) 
	 - 3,723 total offense yards in 2012 rank No. 2 in single-season history. He would need some 509 yards to overtake Nick 	

	 Foles for the school record (4,231 in 2011).
	 - Scott ranks No. 3 in single-season history with 24 passing touchdowns. He needs four more to tie the record (28, held 	

	 by Nick Foles [2011] and Willie Tuitama [2007]). 
	 - Scott (3,238 yards) ranks No. 3 on the school’s single-season passing yardage list, where he will likely finish. He re	

	 mains 445 shy of Willie Tuitama’s 3,683 yards in 2007. Philadelphia Eagles quarterback Nick Foles set the program 	
	 record with 4,334 a season ago.

	 - Scott’s 273 pass completions rank No. 4 in single-season history. He needs 14 more completions to move up to No. 3 	
	 ahead of Nick Foles’ total of 286 in 2010.

	 - Scott’s 30 career passing touchdowns rank tied for No. 9 in program history. He is five shy of Jason Johnson’s 35 set 	
	 from 1999-2002.

Biletnikoff Semifinalist: Sophomore receiver Austin Hill was one of the ten semifinalists for the 2012 Bilet-
nikoff Award, presented to the nation’s top receiver. Hill turned in a stellar regular season, gaining 1,189 receiv-
ing yards on 73 catches. His yardage total ranks No. 12 among all FBS players, and checks in as the fourth-most 
yards gained in Arizona single-season history (can move up to No. 3 with 45 more receiving yards). His biggest 
game came against No. 10 USC on Oct. 27 in which he racked up a career-best 259 receiving yards, the second-
highest total in UA single-game history. On 10 grabs in that game, he set a UA single-game mark for yards 
per reception (25.9) and currently boasts a season average of 16.5 yards per catch. In the USC game alone, Hill 
had five receptions of 20-plus yards, including a career-long 60-yarder to continue a trend of making big plays 
all season long. In fact, Hill ranks tied for No. 10 in the nation in receptions of 20-plus yards (19) and third for 
30-plus yards (11). He averages 99.1 yards per game, good enough for the No. 3 spot in the Pac-12 and No. 12 
nationally. His 16.3 yards per catch is actually 1.3 yards better than Pac-12 receiving leader Marqise Lee of USC.

Dan’s The Man: In the receiving jamboree, senior Dan Buckner has been overshadowed by youngster Austin 
Hill, but the upperclassman has turned in a strong campaign. Buckner is second on the team in several receiving 
categories, including receptions (59), yards (741) and touchdowns (5). He averages 12.6 yards per grab - also 
second-best on the squad. With a pair of 100-yard receiving games, Buckner joins Hill (four 100-yard games) as 
one of several Pac-12 duos with multiple 100-yard games. His two touchdowns scores against Colorado were a 
new individual single-game best.

Credit The Big Boys: Arizona has gained 2,765 rushing yards and thrown for 3,497, while yielding just 18 
sacks all season(1.5 per game, second-fewest in Pac-12). Yes, give credit to the offensive line. Ka’Deem Carey, 
Matt Scott and Austin Hill have received the headlines, but the big guys have done the yeoman’s work all year 
long. Sophomore tackles Mickey Baucus and Fabbians Ebbele have served as bookends on the Wildcats’ line for 
24-straight games. Inside, senior center Kyle Quinn has made 21 career starts, including eight this season. His 
backup, senior Addison Bachman, filled in admirably for four starts midseason. The guard spots have been oc-
cupied by seniors Trace Biskin (six starts in 2012) and Shane Zink (eight starts in 2012), along with junior Chris 
Putton (nine starts in 2012). Those three players have 45 combined career starts. One youngster, true freshman 
Cayman Bundage, made one start at guard this year, but is a regular in the line rotation utilized by line coach 
Robert Anae, the one assistant from the previous staff re-hired by Rich Rodriguez. The continuity has been a key 
to success for sure.

Spurtability: A term coined by Clark Kellogg usually reserved for action on the hardwood, the Wildcats have 
made use of it on the gridiron this season. Arizona has trailed in all six of its wins against Football Bowl Subdivi-
sion opponents this season, but has often used a major scoring run to seize control. Here’s a rundown:
Sept. 1 vs. Toledo - Cats trailed 14-10 at halftime, but held Rockets to just seven points the rest of the way in a 24-17 Wildcat 
victory in overtime to kick off the Rich Rodriguez era.

Sept. 8 vs. No. 18 Oklahoma State - The Cowboys surged to a 14-0 lead at the end of the first quarter, but the Wildcats 
scored 30 unanswered points en route to a 59-38 upset victory.

Oct. 20 vs. Washington - The Huskies opened up with a 3-0 lead, but Arizona responded by scoring the next 17 points and 
then shut out Washington, 21-0, in the second half of a 52-17 rout.

Oct. 27 vs. No. 18 USC - The Trojans, still in the national title picture at the time, were cruising with a 28-13 midway through 
the third quarter before Arizona erupted for 26-consecutive points on its way to a 39-36 upset victory.

Nov. 10 vs. Colorado - The Buffaloes owned a 10-7 lead at the start of the second quarter, but thanks to Ka’Deem Carey’s 
conference and school record-setting 366 rushing yards, the Wildcats outscored CU 42-7 over the second and third quarters 
in a 56-31 win.

Nov. 17 at Utah - Needing to win-out to keep bowl hopes alive, Utah was on its way to a potential senior-day victory with 
a 24-17 lead early in the fourth quarter. However, Arizona scored 17-straight points in the fourth quarter to rally and defeat 
the Utes.

Boomin’ Bonano: John Bonano quietly put himself into the Arizona record books on Nov. 10, converting his 
69th-consecutive point after touchdown try after the Wildcats’ final score against Colorado (he is now 73-for-
73). The previous school record of 68-straight made PATs was held by Max Zendejas (1982-84) and Jason Bondzio 
(2007-08). He missed his first career PAT in the regular season finale against Arizona State, but is still 51-for-52 
on his PAT tries this year after connecting on all 24 attempts a season ago when he took over the job at mid-
season. Prior to Bonano assuming the role last October, the Wildcats had missed five PATs (13-for-18) in the first 
half of the 2011 season. In addition to his PAT duties this year, Bonano is 14-for-20 on field goal tries with a long 
of 46.

Kickin’ Kyle: Senior punter Kyle Dugandzic, who also serves as the holder on PAT/FG tries, as showed a strong 
and consistent leg all season. In 12 regular season games, Dugandzic has punted 48 times on the season with 
an average of 43.4 yards per punt. That figure would tie for the No. 9 spot in UA single-season history with 
Dennis Anderson (1975). Dugandzic has placed 22 of his 48 punts inside the 20-yardline and has given up just 
one touchback. He was named the Pac-12 Special Teams Player of the Week (Oct. 1) in a losing cause after a 
sensational performance against Oregon State that included a career-long 70-yard boomer and four of five total 
punts landing inside the 20-yard line.

Pac-12 Scholar Athlete of the Year: Senior kicker John Bonano was named the 
2012 Pac-12 Football Scholar-Athlete of the Year. The Wildcats’ three-year kickoff spe-
cialist took over placekicking duties for the final seven games of the 2011 season and 
the entire 2012 season. A physiology major with a 3.927 GPA, Bonano attends Arizo-
na on an honors academic scholarship. He is currently applying to medical school and 
undergoing the interview process. He is a three-time Pac-12 All-Academic honoree 
and a 2012 CoSIDA Academic All-District award winner. A team leader in community 
service, he logs hours with regular visits to the Diamond Children’s Center.

Kickin’ Kyle: Senior punter Kyle Dugandzic, who also serves as the holder on PAT/FG 
tries, has shown a strong and consistent leg all season. In 12 regular season games, 
Dugandzic has punted 48 times on the season with an average of 43.4 yards per punt. 
That figure would tie for the No. 9 spot in UA single-season history with Dennis An-
derson (1975). Dugandzic has placed 22 of his 48 punts inside the 20-yardline and 
has given up just one touchback. He was named the Pac-12 Special Teams Player of 
the Week (Oct. 1) in a losing cause after a sensational performance against Oregon 
State that included a career-long 70-yard boomer and four of five total punts landing 
inside the 20-yard line. 

Noting the Youthful Defense: Defensive coordinator Jeff Casteel rejoined Rich Ro-
driguez’s staff after serving as West Virginia’s defensive coordinator/linebackers coach 
from 2003-11. Casteel was a part of Rodriguez’s staff from the get-go in Morgan-
town, W.V., beginning in 2001. He brought his 3-3-5 defensive scheme that proved 
so effective in West Virginia with him to the desert and inherited one of the young-
est defensive units in the nation. The Wildcats, who rank 100th nationally in scoring 
defense (34.3 points per game), have started just one senior on the defensive side of 
the ball (senior Dominique Austin, five starts). That has left 96 percent of the starts 
earned on defense to players expected to return next year, including 73 of the 132 
possible starts by freshmen or sophomores. It’s been a resilient group not detoured 
by some of the power offenses it has faced. Led by junior team captain Jake Fischer 
and his 100-tackle season at middle linebacker, the Wildcats have gained valuable 
experience in 2012 that will behoove the group as it looks for make significant strides 
in 2013. 

Man In The Middle: Junior Jake Fischer has been a stalwart middle linebacker in 
Arizona’s new 3-3-5 defensive scheme implemented this season by defense coordi-
nator Jeff Casteel. Fischer, who missed the 2011 season with an ACL injury, ranks tied 
for No. 3 among Pac-12 players and No. 53 nationally with 8.83 tackles per game (106 
total). That’s just a handful of tackles shy of 10 per game for the slightly undersized 
6-foot, 215-pounder, who can becme just the third player to register 100 tackles in a 
season at the school over the last dozen years. Fischer has 6.5 tackles for loss, three 
pass breakups, three forced fumbles and a pair of fumble recoveries. He was named 
Pac-12 Defensive Player of the Week following a career-high 13-tackle season debut 
against Toledo on Sept. 1.

A Budding Star: Converted safety Marquis Flowers continues to develop as a line-
backer, a position he was switched to about a week before the start of the season. 
At 6-foot-3, 221 pounds, Flowers is Arizona’s biggest linebacker and ranks as team’s 
leader with 5.5 sacks. Flowers also leads the club with 12.0 tackles for loss and is sec-
ond with 90 total tackles. He has added two interceptions, three pass breakups and 
has forced three fumbles. He has accounted for four takeaways in the last six games 
(forced fumble vs. Washington and two INTs and forced fumble vs. USC). Flowers was 
the Pac-12 Defensive Player of the Week last week for his effort against USC on Oct. 
27.

Big Play Bondurant: Sophomore “spur” safety Tra’Mayne Bondurant was a thorn in 
the side of opposing offenses all season. The 5-foot-10, 208-punder can play both in 
the box and split out to cover slot receivers. That versatility has allowed him to rank 
second on the team in both tackles for loss (11.5) and passes broken up (seven). He’s 
added two interceptions and forced a pair of fumbles, proving his nose for the foot-
ball. He has started 18-consecutive games for the Wildcats, dating back to the final 
six of his true freshman season in 2011.

Dirty Work: In Arizona’s new 3-3-5 scheme, nose guards Sione Tuihalmaka and Tevin 
Hood have been tasked with controlling the line of scrimmage and occupying blocks 
in the middle. They’ve done an admirable job all season long, with Tuihalamaka mak-
ing 10 starts and Hood getting the nod twice. A junior with a team-leading 25 career 
starts, Tuihalamaka has 29 tackles, including two for loss, on the season. Meanwhile, 
Hood, who joined the program over the summer as a transfer, also registered two 
tackles for loss and total 24 stops on the season with one fumble forced. The two 
finished the regular season strong with 15 combined tackles against Arizona State 
on Nov. 23.

A Walk On No More: Jared Tevis, who prepped with Ka’Deem Carey at Tucson’s Can-
yon del Oro High School, joined the Wildcat program as a walk on under former head 
coach Mike Stoops. After the coaching change, Tevis impressed Rich Rodriguez and 
the new staff last spring to earn a scholarship. He didn’t disappoint. Tevis started 10 
games (missed two with injury) as the Wildcats “bandit” safety where he registered 
72 tackles to rank fourth on the squad. He intercepted a pair of passes and recorded 
six pass breakups, while tying for the team lead with three forced fumbles. 

Graduate Students: Kudos to offensive linemen Kyle Quinn and Trace Biskin, who 
each earned their degrees from The University of Arizona last spring. The two com-
pleted their undergraduate work in four years, and competed in their final season in 
the program as fifth-year seniors. Quinn, a 21-game starter at center in his career, 
graduated with a bachelor’s degree in history and is now enrolled in graduate school, 
exploring a master’s degree in educational leadership. Biskin, a 16-game starter at 
right guard, graduated with a degree in political science and is now enrolled in UA’s 
graduate program, studying international security.

Building for the Future: The Lowell-Stevens Football Facility, scheduled to open in 
August 2013, marks a dynamic shift in the Arizona football culture as it will become 
the centerpiece of the program on the north end of Arizona Stadium. Supported by 
private funds, including significant leadership gifts from David and Edith Lowell and 
from Jeff and Sharon Stevens, the $72.3 million project will provide the Wildcats with 
one of the premier football facilities in the nation. The facility will be a four-floor 
operations center with strength training, sports-medicine, coaches offices, locker 
rooms, meeting rooms, equipment and facility service areas. The structure will en-
close the north end of the stadium and create a full bowl with nearly 4,000 premium 
spectator seats, including a donor lounge with outdoor seating. Additionally, stair-
ways and elevator towers for the concourse will connect the structure to the existing 
east and west stadium sections. Restrooms, amenity areas and a cafeteria will also 
serve the campus community. Arizona Stadium has an official capacity of 51,811 for 
this season, but once work is completed on the Lowell-Stevens Football Facility, the 
venue will near the some 57,000 seats it has held in recent years.

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Rich Rodriguez was introduced as the 30th head coach of the University of Arizona football 
program on Nov. 22, 2011. In his first season coaching the Wildcats, Rodriguez led Arizona to 
a record-breaking season on the offensive side of the ball and returned the school to a bowl 
game for the first time since 2010. 

Previously, Rodriguez was head coach at Michigan from 2008 to 2010 and made a Division I 
statement as head coach at West Virginia from 2001-07 where he compiled a 60-26 record and 
won four Big East Conference titles. He has served as a football analyst for CBS Sports during 
the 2011 season.

Rodriguez carries a career college coaching record of 127-89-2 in 18 seasons, marked by Divi-
sion I records of 60-26 at West Virginia and 15-22 at Michigan and now 7-5 in his first season 
at Arizona. He began his head coaching career at Salem (W.Va.) University in 1988 and then 
coached at Glenville State (W.Va.) from 1990-96.

Rodriguez’s West Virginia teams were Big East Champions in 2003, 2004, 2005 and 2007 while appearing in two BCS bowls, the 2005 
Sugar Bowl with a victory over Georgia for an 11-1 record and a victory over Oklahoma in the 2007 Fiesta Bowl to finish 10-2 shortly 
after Rodriguez had left for Michigan. His 2006 club finished 11-2 after a victory over Georgia Tech in the Gator Bowl. He also coached the 
Mountaineers to the 2002 Continental Tire Bowl and the 2003 and 2004 Gator Bowl.

While at Salem, he was a secondary coach and special teams coordinator in 1986 and assistant head coach and defensive coordinator in 
1987. He was the youngest head coach in college football when appointed by Salem in 1988 at age 24. The school disbanded its football 
program the next year and he served as a volunteer assistant at West Virginia working with outside linebackers in 1989.

Prior to accepting the West Virginia job in late November 2000, Rodriguez served as offensive coordinator and associate head coach for 
Tommy Bowden at Clemson in 1999 and 2000, with the Tigers recording a 15-9 record in two seasons. He was offensive coordinator and 
quarterbacks coach for Bowden at Tulane for two years prior to that, 1997-98, where he helped lead the Green Wave to 19-4 mark, includ-
ing an undefeated 12-0 season with the Conference USA champs and Liberty Bowl victors in 1998.

At Glenville State, his teams won or shared four-consecutive West Virginia Intercollegiate Athletic Conference titles and he was named 
WVIAC Coach of the Year in 1993 and 1994, as well as the NAIA Coach of the Year after leading his team to a national runner-up finish. He 
also was recognized by the West Virginia Sports Writers Association as the state College Coach of the Year for all sports in 1993. He led the 
Pioneers to the national playoffs twice and posted a 43-28-2 record. He also served as Glenville’s AD in 1995-96 and was inducted into its 
Hall of Fame in 2003.

Rodriguez graduated from West Virginia in 1986, where he started as a walk-on in 1981 and became a three-year letterwinner as a defen-
sive back from 1982-84. He added a master’s degree from Salem in 1987. He is a native of Grant Town, W. Va., and graduated from North 
Marion High School. Rich and his wife, Rita, have two children, Raquel and Rhett.

TUCSON, Ariz. (AP) -- Toledo coach Matt Campbell flipped a coin to determine his starting 
quarterback on Saturday. Unfortunately for him and the Rockets, who took snaps for Arizona did 
not come down to chance.

Arizona quarterback Matt Scott, scrambling to his right, barely inbounds and with a defender 
grabbing his jersey, tossed a 10-yard touchdown pass to Terrence Miller in overtime to give the 
Wildcats a 24-17 victory on Saturday night.

Arizona pulled out Rich Rodriguez’s coaching debut after its kicker, John Bonano, missed a 25-yard 
field goal as regulation ended. Bonano missed a 24-yarder earlier in the game.

Scott threw for a career-high 387 yards and rushed for 74 yards. Ka’Deem Carey had 147 yards on 
20 carries, including a 73-yard touchdown run.

Arizona amassed 624 yards, second-most in school history, to Toledo’s 358 but had two touch-
downs called back by penalties, turned the ball over three times and missed the two short field 
goals.

Terrance Owens threw a 59-yard TD pass to Alonzo Russell for the Rockets, who have never beaten 
a Pac-12 team.

With both teams disdaining the huddle, the game was played at a frenetic pace. In all, the teams 
combined for 182 plays, 94 by Toledo and 88 by Arizona.

Campbell, at 32 the youngest head coach in the FBS subdivision, flipped a coin to decide which of 
his experienced quarterbacks would start. Austin Dantin won the toss, but Owens replaced him 
after two series.

Owens didn’t return after he was hit hard and fumbled the ball away in the third quarter. Owens 
was 11 of 22 for 134 yards, Dantin 10 of 25 for 63 yards.

Scott, who sat out last season as a redshirt junior while Nick Foles completed his college eligibil-
ity, kept Arizona’s offense on the move all night. He completed 30 of 46 passes, including two 
touchdowns. He was intercepted once.

Dan Buckner caught 10 for 116 yards and Austin Hill seven for 139 yards, including a spectacular, 
diving, fingertip grab of Scott’s 30-yard pass for Arizona’s first touchdown.

Arizona seemed to have the game in hand when Scott rushed for 31 yards in three carries as the 
Wildcats drove to the Toledo 5 in the waning seconds, but he was tackled near the right hash 
mark, leaving Bonano a slight angle on his kick. The attempt wasn’t even close, hooking far to the 
left to send the game into overtime.

Toledo, with both quarterbacks and several other significant players returning from last season’s 
9-4 team, moved the ball most of the night on the young, susceptible Arizona defense. But the 
Wildcats stopped David Fluellen for a 2-yard loss on third-and-1 at the Arizona 21, forcing the 
Rockets to settle for Jeremiah Detmer’s 40-yard field goal that tied it at 17-17 with 14:18 to play.

Arizona led 3-0 after the first quarter on Bonano’s 26-yard field goal.

After Detmer missed a 48-yard field goal, Arizona quickly advanced to the Rockets’ 9-yard line. But 
after Richard Morrison caught a short pass from Scott, he dropped the ball, and Toledo’s Toll Molls 
recovered at the Rockets’ 6.

Toledo took it downfield from there, going 94 yards in 10 plays, with Owens finding Russell wide 
open on the 59-yard touchdown play that made it 7-3 with 13:55 left in the half. The Wildcats 
came back with a 10-play, 64-yard scoring drive, ending with Hill’s diving grab to put Arizona 
ahead 10-7 with 12:04 left in the half.

Arizona had a 67-yard touchdown run by Daniel Jenkins negated by a holding penalty.
Toledo regained the lead with a 63-yard drive aided by a defensive holding penalty and personal 
foul against Arizona.

 Owens had a 23-yard pass to Cordale Scott on the drive, which ended with Cassius McDowell 
scoring on a 1-yard run to put the Rockets ahead 14-10 with 12:04 left in the second quarter, a 
lead that held until halftime.

Arizona blew another scoring opportunity in the second quarter when Scott threw over the 
middle to Hill on a 32-yard play, but the receiver fumbled when he was hit, and the ball bounced 
into the hands of Toledo’s Robert Bell at the Rockets’ 34-yard line.

�TUCSON, Ariz. -- Oklahoma State quarterback Wes Lunt set a Big 12 freshman record by throwing 
for 436 yards and connected with Tracy Moore for four touchdown passes.

The Cowboys piled up 636 yards of offense, the second straight week they eclipsed 600 yards, and 
scored 38 points.

Those weren’t the numbers that mattered.

Lunt threw three interceptions and Oklahoma State set a school record with 167 penalty yards, 
sending the 18th-ranked Cowboys to a frustrating 59-38 loss to Arizona in the desert on Saturday 
night.

Arizona (2-0) fell into a quick 14-0 hole before scoring the next 30 points as Oklahoma State (1-1) 
unraveled under a shower of yellow flags. Even with all the penalties, the Cowboys settled down 
enough to rally within two points late in the third quarter.

The Wildcats wouldn’t let them any closer, scoring 29 points after the 3-minute mark of the third 
quarter to run away from the Cowboys.

Ka’Deem Carey ran for 147 yards in his debut as the featured back last week and followed it up by 
scoring four touchdowns while rushing for 126 yards on 26 carries.

Matt Scott also had a nice follow-up to his dazzling opener, throwing for 320 yards and two 
touchdowns on 28-of-41 passing while running for 55 yards and another score.

Together, they helped Arizona take a step toward becoming relevant again.

Lunt hit 37 of 60 passes and threw for the fourth-most yards in school history in his second game 
as Oklahoma State’s starter. He also had some shaky moments, tossing three interceptions, includ-
ing one returned 48 yards for a touchdown by Jonathan McKnight in the fourth quarter.

Joseph Randle added 123 yards on 23 carries but the Cowboys just couldn’t seem to stay out of 
their own way, committing 15 penalties and turning it over four times.

Defensive tackle Calvin Barnett was called for consecutive personal fouls on one play, setting up 
Scott’s 15-yard touchdown pass to Richard Morrison.

A fumble by Randle on the next drive, followed by a late-hit penalty on cornerback Broderick 
Brown, set up a 22-yard field goal by John Bonano.

A fourth personal foul by Oklahoma State in the half, on linebacker Shaun Lewis for hitting Scott 
as he slid, led to a third field goal by Bonano, a 24-yarder. Carey added a 1-yard touchdown run - 
with a little help from teammates - late in the quarter to put Arizona up 23-14 at halftime.

Oklahoma State had nine penalties for 110 yards in the half and its last drive ended when 
Arizona’s Jared Tevis intercepted a tipped pass by Lunt at the Wildcats’ 29.

The second half opened the same way: Barnett was flagged for a late hit on the opening play and 
Arizona scored on a 13-yard screen pass from Scott to Carey for a 30-14 lead.

But the score seemed to snap the Cowboys out of their funk.

Lunt hit Morgan for a 9-yard touchdown pass and the Cowboys kept marching on Arizona the next 
drive, setting up Jeremy Smith’s 10-yard touchdown run that cut Arizona’s lead to 30-28.

It turned out to be their last gasp.

The Wildcats raced down the field on their next drive, setting up Scott’s 8-yard touchdown run up 
the middle. Lunt, facing pressure for one of the few times all game, threw up a weak pass early in 
the fourth quarter and McKnight picked it off for an easy touchdown. Oklahoma State was called 
for pass interference on the 2-point try - naturally - and Arizona converted on the second attempt 
to go up 45-31.

Carey sealed it with a 25-yard TD run up the middle and added a 1-yarder for good measure in the 
closing minutes to send the Zona Zoo into a frenzy and the Wildcats to a look-at-us win.

“There’s some excited guys in the locker room and I’m proud of them,” Rodriguez said. “It’s a nice 
win, the guys played and made the plays when they needed to.”

And with it should come some extra - and wanted - attention.

�TUCSON, Ariz. (AP) — South Carolina State had trouble stopping No. 24 Arizona’s offense, 
allowing the Wildcats to run a whopping 102 plays.

It was just as bad for the Bulldogs on offense, maybe even worse.

Overmatched against the bigger, fasters Wildcats, South Carolina State managed just eight first 
downs in a 56-0 loss to Arizona on Saturday night.

Arizona knocked off No. 18 Oklahoma State last week and opens the Pac-12 next weekend at No. 
4 Oregon. Sandwiched in between was a game against the Bulldogs, one the Wildcats couldn’t 
afford to take lightly.

They didn’t.

Instead of a letdown as coach Rich Rodriguez feared, Arizona (3-0) handled a from the Football 
Championship Subdivision as any good program would, racing out to a 28-0 lead by halftime and 
a school-record 43 first downs overall.

Matt Scott threw for 288 yards and three touchdowns on 30-of-36 passing, and added a 10-yard 
scoring run in another stellar performance to start his senior season.

Arizona’s try-to-keep-up-with-us offense ran a school-record 102 plays and had 689 total yards, 
two short of another record.

The defense was just as dominant, holding South Carolina State (1-2) to 154 total yards for its first 
shutout in four years.

Yep, this was just the kind of confidence-building tuneup the Wildcats needed before heading to 
rowdy Autzen Stadium for their first road game of the season.

South Carolina State had little chance against Arizona’s athleticism, unable to top the Wildcats 
from marching down the field or get anything going on offense.

The Bulldogs failed to crack double-digits in first downs and had virtually no running game, gain-
ing 65 yards on 29 carries. Quarterback Richard Cue trouble against Arizona’s speedy defenders, 
badly missing several receivers while going 12 for 25 for 89 yards with an interception.

After rolling over Oklahoma State 59-38 last week, the Wildcats moved into The Associated Press 
poll for the first time in nearly two years.

They needed an easy win with a tough Pac-12 run coming up next. After the Ducks next weekend, 
Arizona plays a conference schedule that includes No. 2 Southern California, No. 21 Stanford, No. 
22 UCLA and rival Arizona State.

The Wildcats had no trouble moving the ball against the Bulldogs, but did have a little problem 
getting out of their own way in the early going.

Arizona raced to a touchdown on its first possession, Scott capping it with a 15-yard touchdown 
pass to Richard Morrison.

Moving quickly again, the Wildcats lost the ball near midfield when Morrison fumbled and the 
Bulldogs recovered. Another fast-moving drive ended with John Bonano, the reigning Pac-12 
special teams player of the week, pushing a 25-yard field goal wide right.

Those turned out to be just blips in the Wildcats’ march of dominance.

Scott hit Taimi Tutogi on a 14-yard touchdown to open the second quarter after the Bulldogs bit 
hard on a play-action fake. Ka’Deem Carey capped the next drive with a 7-yard touchdown run 
around the right end.

Scott closed out the impressive first half by pinballing off several defenders into the end zone for a 
10-yard run that made it 28-0.

Scott, who entered the game tied with Syracuse’s Ryan Nassib for the national lead with 836 total 
yards, threw for 175 yards and ran for 61 more in the first half.

Arizona’s offense had 323 yards by halftime and its defense held South Carolina State to 69.

If it wasn’t over already, the Wildcats made sure in the third quarter, when Scott hit Dan Buckner 
on a 27-yard touchdown pass and Jenkins carried half of South Carolina State’s defense with him 
on a 5-yard scoring run that made it 42-0.

By then, pretty much all of Arizona’s starters were on the sideline, resting up for what will 
certainly be a much tougher task against the fast-flying Ducks.

The Wildcats will at least go there on a high instead of coming off letdown after taking care of the 
Bulldogs.

EUGENE, Ore. (AP) — Redshirt freshman Marcus Mariota threw for 260 yards and two touch-
downs, including a 55-yard scoring pass to freshman Bralon Addison late in the third quarter, and 
No. 3 Oregon beat No. 22 Arizona 49-0 Saturday night. 

Billed as an offensive juggernaut between the Pac-12’s fastest scoring teams, Oregon didn’t find 
its stride until the second half — and Arizona never did — and the Ducks (4-0, 1-0) got their 
seventh straight conference-opening victory.

Much had been made about the meeting between the quick-striking Ducks under Chip Kelly and 
Arizona’s spread offense under no-huddle, up-tempo pioneer Rich Rodriguez. Oregon went into 
it the averaging 54 points per game, while Arizona wasn’t far behind with an average of a little 
more than 46 points.

However, Arizona (3-1, 0-1) couldn’t find the end zone and quarterback Matt Scott, a fifth-year 
senior who spent the last two season’s behind Nick Foles, passed for 210 yards but was intercepted 
three times — one returned for a touchdown.

The game got off to a sloppy start as Oregon failed on fourth down and each team turned the ball 
over before Mariota found Daryle Hawkins with a 17-yard touchdown pass midway through the 
first quarter.

Arizona got as close as the 2-yard line on the next series, but couldn’t punch it in and turned the 
ball over on downs. The Wildcats’ struggles’ continued when John Bonano’s 31-yard field goal was 
blocked early in the second quarter.

Rob Beard hit a 27-yard field goal to increase Oregon’s advantage to 10-0. It was the Ducks’ first FG 
of the season. Beard added a 41-yarder late in the first half to make it 13-0 at the break.

While both offenses appeared to sputter at times, defenses made the difference in the first half.
Oregon’s hybrid 3-4 under longtime defensive coordinator Nick Aliotti held the Wildcats to 141 
yards in total offense in the first 30 minutes. Meanwhile, Arizona’s new 3-3-5 defense kept the 
normally prolific Ducks from piling on points.

There was more of the same to open the second half, and the first two possessions by both teams 
ended in punts.

But then the Ducks started rolling. De’Anthony Thomas returned Arizona’s third-straight punt 38 
yards, setting up a 35-yard pass to Colt Lyerla, who finished it off with a 1-yard touchdown run. 
The drive took just three plays and 29 seconds.

Kiko Alonso intercepted Scott, leading to Mariota’s long TD pass to Addison, before Ifo Ekpre-
Olomu ran his interception back 54 yards to make it 35-0.

Bryan Bennett added an 8-yard scoring run with 4:02 left in the game before Troy Hill intercepted 
Scott’s backup, B.J. Denker, for a 29-yeard touchdown and the final margin.

Arizona opened coach Rodriguez’s tenure with a victory over Toledo before upsetting then-No. 
18 Oklahoma State 59-38 in their second game. Last weekend in a 56-0 win over South Carolina 
State, the Wildcats ran a school-record 102 offensive plays.

The Wildcats were the first big test for Oregon, which opened the season with victories over 
Arkansas State, Fresno State and lower-division Tennessee Tech.

Before this season, Arizona hadn’t been ranked in the AP Top 25 since November 2010, when the 
No. 20 Wildcats were knocked out with a 48-29 loss to the then-No. 1 Ducks.

Last season, Oregon defeated Arizona 56-31 in Tucson.

Oregon’s last shutout of Arizona came in 1964, when the Ducks won 21-0 at Hayward Field in 
Eugene.

TUCSON, Ariz. -- A momentum-swinging game hanging in the balance, Oregon State coach Mike Riley 
pulled out a play he had been saving all game.

So what if he would have liked more space to run it. This was the time to do -- and it couldn’t have 
worked out any better.

Sean Mannion threw for a career-high 433 yards and hit Connor Hamlett on a 9-yard pass with 1:09 left 
for his third touchdown, lifting No. 18 Oregon State to wild 38-35 win over Arizona Saturday night.

Oregon State (3-0, 1-1 Pac-12) took a 17-0 lead, Arizona charged back and the teams traded scores in 
the second half of a game filled with big plays and 1,158 yards of combined offense.

Arizona (3-2, 0-1 Pac-12) landed a big blow in the can-you-top this second half, going up 35-31 with 
5:34 left when Matt Scott hit Austin Hill on a 7-yard touchdown. The problem was that it left too much 
time for Mannion.

Knowing his team had moved the ball all game against the Wildcats, the calm-and-cool sophomore 
guided the Beavers 75 yards down the field in 10 plays. Facing a third-and-5 with just over a minute 
left, Mannion called out a play that sent one receiver into the left flat and Hamlett down the sideline. 
Arizona’s defenders followed the receiver in the flat and Mannion whipped a pass to Hamlet, who 
slipped just inside the pylon for the winning score.

Mannion finished 29 of 45 for the fifth-most passing yards in school history while setting a career high 
for the second week. He hit Markus Wheaton 10 times for 166 yards and a pair of touchdowns, and 
Brandin Cooks nine times for 149 yards.

Storm Woods added for 161 yards and a touchdown for the Beavers, off to their first 3-0 start since 2002. 
Arizona nearly kept up with them.

Scott fought through a sprained ankle in the second half to throw for a career-high 403 yards and three 
touchdowns, but had two interceptions, including one near midfield in the final minute. Ka’Deem Carey 
ran for 115 yards and two touchdowns. Dan Buckner caught six passes for 119 yards and a score.

It wasn’t enough for Arizona, which has lost two straight after opening 3-0.

Mannion was sharp early, hitting Cooks on a 57-yard pass in the first quarter to set up a 2-yard touch-
down pass to Wheaton in the back of the end zone.

Next series, Mannion hit Wheaton for a 51-yard gain, leading to Trevor Romaine’s 30-yard field goal.

Mannion found Kevin Cummings next, on a 38-yard pass to position Tyler Anderson for a 1-yard touch-
down dive that put the Beavers up 17-0.

Arizona’s offense tried to answer after sputtering early.

The Beavers bogged Arizona down in the first quarter and held when the Wildcats had their first 
sustained drive, which ended with John Bonano pushing a 30-yard field goal wide right after Scott was 
called for intentional grounding.

That wasn’t a good sign for the Wildcats, who went 0-for-6 in the red zone in a 49-0 loss to Oregon last 
week.

Arizona managed to end its red-zone woes late in the second quarter, though, when the officials 
checked the replay to see if Carey fumbled at the 1-yard line and determined he actually went into the 
end zone for a score that cut Oregon State’s lead to 17-7.

Arizona kept rolling on its opening drive of the second half, quickly marching 91 yards in 10 plays for a 
3-yard pass from Scott to Hill.

The Wildcats needed a minute to score again, this one a 24-yard run up the middle by Carey, who carried 
a couple of Oregon State defenders into the end zone with him to put Arizona up 21-17.

Scott made a mistake on the next drive, when Jordan Poyer missed an interception at midfield, then got 
it when the ball caromed off Richard Morrison. That set up a 1-yard touchdown run by Woods to give 
Oregon State the lead back.

Woods followed with a mistake of his own, losing a fumble at Oregon State’s 40. Scott then threw to the 
corner of the end zone to Buckner, who’s over-the-shoulder, 16-yard TD catch put the Wildcats up 28-24.

Mannion’s turn was next. Using a pump fake, he got the entire right side of Arizona’s defense to bite and 
winged a 20-yard touchdown to Wheaton that put the Beavers back out front.

Scott answered, marching the Wildcats for a 7-yard touchdown pass to Hill, who dived in the final yard 
to make it 35-31.

He just left too much time for Mannion and the Beavers, who head home to play Washington State next 
week with plenty of momentum on their side.

STANFORD, Calif. -- Josh Nunes bailed out Stanford’s defense for a change and started to erase doubts 
about whether he’s the right man to replace Andrew Luck after all.

Nunes threw for a career-high 360 yards and two touchdowns and ran for three more scores, rallying No. 
18 Stanford from a two-touchdown deficit to stun Arizona 54-48 in overtime Saturday.

Chase Thomas intercepted a tipped pass by Matt Scott in the extra period and Stepfan Taylor ran for a 
21-yard touchdown two plays later to end a week of second-guessing Nunes with a wild celebration in 
the Cardinal (4-1, 2-1 Pac-12) side of the north end zone.

The offense failed to find the end zone in a 17-13 loss at Washington last week. Nunes underthrew sev-
eral passes or misfired completely, and critics began to mount enough for Shaw to open his weekly news 
conference defending his new quarterback and boldly calling any question about a change “asinine.”

Nunes followed his coach’s words with his most solid game of the season. He completed 21 of 34 passes, 
scrambled for first downs and -- most importantly -- offset Scott’s record-setting performance.

Scott completed 45 of 69 passes -- both school records -- for 491 yards and three touchdowns until 
Henry Anderson tipped his final pass in overtime that Thomas intercepted. Arizona (3-3, 0-3) amassed 
617 total yards -- same as Stanford -- but lost for the third straight game and is still winless in confer-
ence play.

For most of the afternoon, the Wildcats scored at will and looked more like the team that beat Oklahoma 
State to start 3-0 than the one that lost to Oregon and Oregon State the previous two weeks. Facing its 
third straight ranked opponent, Arizona’s aerial attack shredded Stanford’s defense in a way few have 
the past few seasons.

The Wildcats became the first team to eclipse 400 yards passing against the Cardinal since Oklahoma in 
the 2009 Sun Bowl. The Sooners threw for 418 yards in that 31-27 win over the Cardinal.

Arizona’s defense couldn’t hold up when it counted.

Nunes ran his second short touchdown to trim Arizona’s lead to 48-41 with 6:34 remaining. The Cardinal 
held the Wildcats to only their third three-and-out on the next possession, and Nunes led a drive that 
will help ease concerns about Luck’s successor.

The redshirt junior ran for 16 yards on third-and-7 from midfield, threw 17 yards to tight end Zach Ertz 
on fourth-and-9 from Arizona’s 20 and ran for the tying touchdown with 45 seconds left in regulation.

This time, Stanford’s offense showed some fight from the start.

Taylor, who finished with 142 yards rushing and two touchdowns, ran for 35 yards on seven carries 
before Nunes lofted an 11-yard touchdown pass to Ertz in the corner of the end zone to give the Cardinal 
a 7-0 lead on the game’s first possession.

While the offense finally found its rhythm, Stanford’s defense struggled to slow down Arizona’s up-
tempo style.

Ka’Deem Carey ran for 13 yards for the first of his three touchdowns, and John Bonano kicked a 34-yard 
field goal to give the Wildcats a 10-7 lead later in the second quarter.

Nunes stayed steady and sharp, finding Levine Toilolo for a 12-yard touchdown pass to put Stanford back 
ahead 14-10. Bonano kicked a 33-yard field goal to slice Stanford’s lead to 14-13 at half.

The pace picked up even more following the break.

Scott threaded a 27-yard strike to Terrence Miller inches short of the goal line that set up Carey’s short 
touchdown run to put Arizona in front 20-14 less than 2 minutes into the third quarter.

Although the Cardinal prefer to play grind-it-out games and control the clock, Arizona simply wouldn’t 
let them.

The teams traded touchdowns for most of the second half until Jourdon Grandon stripped Ty Montgom-
ery after a 16-yard catch early in the fourth quarter. Arizona recovered and took over at Stanford’s 45.

Scott quickly led the offense down field and hooked up with Miller for a 10-yard completion that gave 
the Wildcats a 48-34 lead -- the biggest either side had all afternoon. Scott nearly set the school passing 
record set by Willie Tuitama, who threw for a school-record 510 yards in a 48-41 win over Washington 
on Oct. 27, 2007.

TUCSON, Ariz. -- Matt Scott threw for 256 yards and four touchdowns, Ka’Deem Carey ran for 172 
yards and Arizona raced out of its bye week with a 52-17 rout over Washington Saturday night.

Arizona (4-3, 1-3 Pac-12) went into its bye worn down and beaten up after three straight losses to 
ranked opponents.

Refreshed and mostly recuperated, the Wildcats had their way with Washington’s defense from 
the opening drive, eclipsing 500 total yards (533) for the sixth time this season.

Scott finished 14 of 22, throwing two touchdowns to Austin Hill, and ran for another score. Carey 
scored on a 2-yard run, and Richard Morrison added a 63-yard touchdown on a punt return to give 
coach Rich Rodriguez his first Pac-12 win.

Washington (3-4, 1-3) had no chance against Arizona’s fast-paced offense, and quarterback Keith 
Price had another so-so game in the Huskies’ third straight loss.

Price matched Scott with 256 yards passing, but his line didn’t look quite as good, needing 52 
attempts to get there and with two interceptions to offset his one touchdown.

Washington played a brutal schedule the first half of the season, facing four teams in the top 11 
of the AP poll. The Huskies were run over in two of those, on the road against LSU and Oregon, but 
beat Stanford and stayed close to USC last week despite four turnovers and a blocked punt.

It didn’t figure to get any easier against Arizona and its go-all-the-time offense, particularly since 
it didn’t go so well the last time the Huskies faced an up-tempo team.

Of course, that was against arguably the fastest team in the country, No. 2 Oregon, which ran past 
them for a 52-21 victory.

Preparing for a no-huddle team and seeing one live should have helped the Huskies against 
Arizona, which had run more plays than all but one team before its bye week.

It didn’t.

Snapping the ball almost as soon as the officials placed it, the Wildcats picked Washington’s 
defense apart behind Carey’s quick-burst running and Scott’s pinpoint passing.

Scott set Pac-12 records for completions (45) and attempts (69) while throwing for 491 yards and 
three touchdowns in Arizona’s 54-48 loss to Stanford two weeks ago.

The fifth-year senior didn’t have to work quite as hard against Washington.

He opened by getting two Washington defenders to bite on a pump fake to set up a floating, 
27-yard touchdown pass to David Richards.

Scott did it next with his legs, scoring on a 1-yard run, then his arm, finding Garic Wharton on a 
33-yard touchdown pass on fourth-and-3 to put Arizona up 24-3. He also had a quick answer to 
Washington’s first touchdown -- a 6-yard pass from Price to Austin Seferian-Jenkins -- by hitting 
Hill on a 53-yard touchdown.

Scott’s only real mistake came in the closing seconds of the first half, when he was hit, and his 
fluttering pass was picked off by Washington linebacker Travis Feeney at midfield. He rumbled to 
the 3-yard line, setting up Bishop Sankey’s 1-yard touchdown run that cut Arizona’s lead to 31-17 
at halftime.

The miscue did little to slow the Wildcats down.

TUCSON, Ariz. (AP) — His team trailing by 15 in the third quarter, Arizona coach Rich Rodriguez urged 
his players to show a little life. Even after the Wildcats scored, they — and much of the stadium — 
remained quiet.

Matt Scott woke them up.

Scott didn’t get a chance to play in Arizona’s shootout loss to Southern California last year, but sure put 
his imprint on the rematch, accounting for 469 total yards and four touchdowns in the Wildcats’ 39-36 
upset of the 10th-ranked Trojans on Saturday.

The Wildcats (5-3, 2-3 Pac-12) had come up short in close games during their first season under Rodri-
guez and appeared to be headed toward another disappointment as USC receiver Marqise Lee raced past 
them into the Pac-12 record book.

Scott wouldn’t let Arizona come up short again.

The fifth-year senior ran for 100 yards and got Arizona’s comeback started with a 10-yard touchdown 
run late in the third quarter. He threw for 369 yards, 259 of that on 10 catches by Austin Hill, and 
finished 27 for 50 passing.

Scott capped his day with his third touchdown pass, a 7-yarder to David Richards that put Arizona up 39-
28 with just over five minutes left. He was wobbly and unable to play on Arizona’s final possession after 
taking a hard hit, but had already done enough to give the Wildcats their biggest win under Rodriguez.

Marqise Lee had a huge day for USC (6-2, 4-2), eclipsing the Pac-12 record for receiving yards by half-
time. He finished with 16 catches for 345 yards and two touchdowns, ending up with 469 all-purpose 
yards after a couple of big kick returns.

Matt Barkley put up big numbers, too, matching Carson Palmer’s school record for 400-yard games with 
his third, throwing for 493 yards and three touchdowns on 31-of-49 passing.

USC finished with 618 total yards and pulled within three on Silas Redd’s 10-yard touchdown in the 
fourth quarter, but couldn’t overcome five turnovers — two on interceptions by Barkley — and 13 
penalties for 117 yards.

The Trojans’ last shot ended when Barkley’s heave on the final play was swatted down, leaving them 
stuck on 799 wins as a program while putting a huge dent in their national championship hopes.

USC won last year’s offensive shootout 48-41, surviving Arizona’s second-half comeback thanks to 
Barkley’s school-record 468 yards and four touchdowns passing.

They spent the first half of the rematch trying to get out of their own way.

Barkley threw his two interceptions — and nearly several others — and overthrew tight end Xavier 
Grimble in the end zone on a fourth down. Redd also lost a fumble in the first half and safety Jawanza 
Starling lost a fumble on an interception return.

USC also had eight penalties for 79 yards in the first half, including a taunting call against safety T.J. 
McDonald that extended Arizona’s opening drive. Scott capped that by hitting Johnny Jackson on an 
8-yard touchdown pass.

Arizona had a few discipline problems of its own.

The Wildcats had a 1-yard touchdown run by Ka’Deem Carey wiped out by a holding call and kicker John 
Bonano pushed a 37-yard field goal wide right after another hold erased his make from 27 on the first 
half’s final play.

USC shook off its mistakes behind some big plays in the first half by Barkley and Lee.

Barkley connected with Grimble on a 12-yard touchdown early in the second quarter, then found Lee 
late, hitting him in stride for a 49-yard touchdown that put the Trojans up 14-10.

Lee kept getting open and Barkley kept finding him, setting up a 3-yard touchdown run by D.J. Morgan 
that put the Trojans up 21-13 late in the second quarter.

Lee opened the second half with a 44-yard touchdown catch to put USC up 28-13 and break the Pac-12 
record of 293 yards receiving set by Oregon State’s Mike Hass against Boise State in 2004.

So was Scott.

He scored on the 10-yard run, then found Dan Buckner on a 9-yard touchdown pass to pull Arizona 
within 28-26 after the Wildcats recovered a fumble by Morgan.

Carey scored on a 7-yard touchdown run the next drive, Scott extended the lead to 39-28 with his TD 
pass to Richards.

Redd scored and USC got ball back for a final drive, but came up short when Arizona knocked Barkley’s 
final heave harmlessly to the turf, giving Arizona its first tight win after disappointing losses Stanford 
and Oregon State.

PASADENA, Calif. (AP) -- Johnathan Franklin couldn’t stop smiling after becoming UCLA’s career 
rushing leader. The wide grin wasn’t just about what he accomplished personally Saturday night at 
the Rose Bowl.

Franklin gained 162 yards, redshirt freshman Brett Hundley passed for 288 yards and three touch-
downs, and UCLA (No. 25 AP) overwhelmed Arizona (No. 22 BCS, No. 24 AP) 66-10 to move into first 
place in the Pac-12 South.

And that position is something UCLA hasn’t experienced in 14 years -- a possible berth in the Rose 
Bowl game. The Bruins know if they win their final three games plus the Pac-12 championship game 
that they’ll be playing in Pasadena on New Year’s Day.

Their confidence should be soaring after such an impressive win against an opponent that seemed 
poised to give them a hard-fought game. UCLA entered as a three-point favorite.

Franklin entered needing 21 yards to overtake Gaston Green, who gained 3,731 yards from 1984-87.

Franklin moved into the top spot with a 37-yard touchdown run on his third carry, capping a 75-yard, 
nine-play drive following the opening kickoff that put the Bruins (7-2, 4-2 Pac-12) ahead for good.

Franklin, who carried 24 times and scored twice, raised his career rushing total to 3,873 yards as the 
Bruins, off to their best start since 2005, raced to a 42-3 halftime lead in snapping a five-game losing 
streak to the Wildcats (5-4, 2-4) who beat them 48-12 in Tucson last year.

The Bruins called a timeout after Franklin’s record-breaking run to allow teammates to congratulate 
him. The crowd of 81,673 at the Rose Bowl joined in the celebration. Franklin came into the game as 
the country’s seventh-leading rusher.

The 66 points were the most scored by the Bruins since Oct. 4, 1997, when they beat Houston 66-10.

UCLA gained 371 yards of its 611 yards in the first half against a shaky Arizona defense, which came 
into the game ranked 110th out of 120 teams in total defense.

The Wildcats, ranked fourth nationally in total offense with a 553.6-yard average, gained just 83 of 
their 257 yards in the opening 30 minutes.

Hundley, who completed 16 straight passes at one stage, finished with 23 completions in 28 attempts 
without being intercepted.

The win gave the Bruins a better record than crosstown rival Southern California through nine games 
for the first time since 2001. The 18th-ranked Trojans (6-3, 4-3) lost to No. 2 Oregon 62-51 earlier 
Saturday.

Arizona’s Matt Scott, ranked second nationally in total offense at 386.1 yards per game, completed 15 
of 25 passes for 124 yards before being shaken up and leaving the game midway through the third 
quarter. Scott was unable to finish his team’s 39-36 upset of USC last weekend after being injured late 
in the game.

Regarding the game, Rodriguez said he was embarrassed by his team’s performance.

Arizona’s Ka’Deem Carey, the country’s 12th-leading rusher, was held to 54 yards on 16 carries.

The Bruins took a 21-0 lead before Arizona got a first down, scoring on Franklin’s record-setting run, a 
6-yard keeper by Hundley seven plays after an 18-yard punt by Kyle Dugandzic gave UCLA the ball at 
the Wildcats 34-yard line, and a 17-yard pass from Hundley to Jordan Payton that finished an 85-yard 
drive.

David Allen recovered a muffed punt by Arizona’s Richard Morrison at the Wildcats 39-yard line early 
in the second quarter, and Damien Thigpen scored on a 1-yard run three plays later to make it 28-0.

John Bonano’s 28-yard field goal midway through the second period put Arizona on the scoreboard, 
but Franklin scored on a 2-yard run to cap a 75-yard, 11-play drive. A 36-yard punt return by Randall 
Goforth to the Arizona 32 set up a 1-yard TD pass from Hundley to Joseph Fauria with 14 seconds left 
before halftime.

Ka’imi Fairbairn’s 25-yard field goal early in the third quarter made it 45-3 before the usually high-
scoring Wildcats finally scored a touchdown on Carey’s 2-yard run.

B.J. Denker, who relieved Scott, fumbled on his second play and Cassius Marsh recovered for the Bru-
ins. Hundley threw a 28-yard scoring pass to Fauria on the next play to make it 52-10. Steven Manfro 
scored on a 14-yard run and Melvin Emesibe added a 1-yard plunge in the final period for UCLA.

TUCSON, Ariz. (AP) - Ka’Deem Carey ran for a Pac-12 record 366 yards and scored five 
touchdowns, powering Arizona to a 56-31 rout of Colorado on Saturday.

Carey, who carried 25 times, broke the record of 357 rushing yards set by Washington State’s 
Rueben Mayes at Oregon on Oct. 27, 1984. The sophomore’s five rushing TDs -- of 10, 13, 30, 
8 and 3 yards -- tied a conference record. Carey, whose longest gain of the day was 71 yards, 
smashed the school record of 288 yards set by Trung Canidate against Arizona State in 1998.

Arizona’s Ka’Deem Carey ran for 366 yards and 5 touchdowns Saturday, becoming the 
seventh player since 2000 with at least 300 yards and 5 touchdowns in the same game. 
Here’s a look:

With Pac-12 leading passer Matt Scott out with a concussion, junior college transfer B.J. 
Denker completed 12-of-14 passes for 136 yards and two touchdowns in his first start for 
Arizona (6-4, 3-4). He also ran for 44 yards and a touchdown as the Wildcats became bowl 
eligible with their sixth win, rebounding from a 66-10 embarrassment at UCLA the previous 
week.

In his first start this season, Colorado’s Nick Hirschman was 12 of 13 for 123 yards and one in-
terception. Connor Wood relieved Hirschman and went 4 of 7 for 90 yards and a touchdown. 
Christian Powell rushed for 137 yards and two scores for the Buffaloes (1-9, 1-6), and Donta 
Abron gained 83 yards in 13 attempts.

Wood connected on a 71-yard pass play to Scott Fernandez for a touchdown that cut the 
lead to 49-31 with 10:22 left. It was Fernandez’s first career catch. But after the subsequent 
kickoff, Carey broke through on a 64-yard run to the Colorado 3, then scored from there to 
provide the final 56-31 score.

The Buffaloes had the ball for 41 minutes, 48 seconds, yet still lost by 25.

Denker and Carey messed up a handoff on Arizona’s first offensive play, and Derrick Webb 
recovered for the Buffaloes at the Arizona 7. Powell rumbled into the end zone on the next 
play and Colorado led 7-0.

The Wildcats scored touchdowns on their next seven possessions.

First came a nine-play, 80-yard drive, capped by Carey rushing 10 yards for the first of his 
three first-half touchdowns. Denker was 3 of 3 for 42 yards on the drive.

The Buffaloes mounted their longest drive, in time elapsed, of the season, consuming 8:24 
to go 69 yards in 15 plays. On fourth-and-goal at the 1, Colorado chose Will Oliver’s 18-yard 
field goal, which put the underdog Buffs up 10-7.

The lead lasted just under two minutes. Denker completed three straight passes, then Carey 
rushed in from the 13 and Arizona was up for good, 14-10 with 13:31 left in the half.

Hirschman, replacing Jordan Webb -- who started the first nine games -- completed his 
first eight passes before his toss into the left flat went right into the hands of Tra’Mayne 
Bondurant. Had he not bobbled the ball, Bondurant would have scored easily, as he did with 
an interception return at Colorado last season.

As it was, Arizona took over at the Colorado 49. Garic Wharton gained 19 on an end-around, 
then Carey broke a series of tackles in a 30-yard run that made it 21-10.

Another long, time-consuming drive moved the Buffaloes 75 yards in 13 plays, using up 
7:51. Powell scored from the 1 to cut it to 21-17 with 2:44 left in the half.

That was plenty of time for Arizona, even without Scott. Carey started the drive with a 
26-yard run and had another for 21 yards to set up Denker’s 21-yard scoring pass to Dan 
Buckner, and Arizona led 28-17 at the half.

SALT LAKE CITY (AP) -- Ka’Deem Carey rushed for 204 yards and Arizona scored 17 unanswered points in the 
fourth quarter as the Wildcats defeated Utah 34-24 Saturday and guaranteed the Utes their first losing season 
since 2002.

Utah (4-7, 2-6 Pac-12) took a 24-17 on Travis Wilson’s 36-yard touchdown pass to DeVonte Christopher late in 
the third quarter, but the Wildcats answered with touchdowns 3 minutes apart early in the fourth.

Daniel Jenkins tied it on a 2-yard TD run, and Matt Scott tossed an 18-yard scoring pass to Austin Hill with 11:07 
left.

John Bonano’s second field goal of the night, a 24-yarder, sealed the win for Arizona (7-4, 4-4) with 1:15 
remaining.

Wilson passed for a career-high 311 yards and two touchdowns, but also fumbled.

Utah scored on a fake field goal but saw the game turn in the fourth quarter on a failed fake punt.

John White had 112 yards rushing for the Utes.

Scott was back after missing last week because of a concussion. He started slowly, but he ran for a touchdown 
and tossed the game-winner to Hill.

Scott finished 12 of 27 for 160 yards.

Arizona did most of its damage on the ground against the Pac-12’s third-ranked defense, rolling up 320 yards 
rushing.

Carey averaged 7.8 yards a carry and scored Arizona’s first touchdown.

Jenkins scored the third with 13:55 remaining.

He was stopped on third and 1 at the 4, but a hands-to-the face penalty against Star Lotulelei gave Arizona 
a first down at the 2. A missed tackle by Nate Fakahafua allowed Jenkins to bounce outside and score on the 
next play.

Arizona’s much-maligned defense then held, forcing a punt. But Utah’s coaches called for the fake.

Punter Sean Sellwood completed the pass to Mike Honeycutt on fourth and 6, but Honeycutt was stopped four 
yards stopped of the first down by Kylan Butler, giving Arizona the ball at the Utah 41.

Scott rolled out right four plays later to connect with Hill.

The teams combined for 929 yards of offense. While Utah held a 10-minute advantage in time of possession, 
mistakes hurt the Utes, who will see their string of nine straight bowl appearances end.

Last week, Carey rushed for five touchdowns and 366 yards to shatter school and conference rushing records.

He found it tougher against the Utes, but he still had 110 yards on 14 carries at halftime.

The Utes hoped their final home game for 25 seniors would provide the inspiration they needed to beat 
Arizona.

But the Wildcats scored two touchdowns less than 90 seconds apart in the second quarter to take a 17-7 lead.

Carey’s 1-yard run capped an eight-play, 75-yard drive and gave the Wildcats a 10-7 lead.

Wilson fumbled on Utah’s next play from scrimmage as the ball slipped out of his hand as he dropped back to 
pass.

Five plays later, Scott practically walked into the end zone from 10 yards out. Utah had only 10 men on the field 
on the play as safety Brian Blechen was force to leave because of a problem with his helmet.

Utah answered with a nine-play, 70-yard drive, with Wilson’s 34-yard TD pass to Jake Murphy pulling the Utes 
within 17-14.

Coleman Petersen tied it at 17-all midway through the third on a 24-yard field goal.

Both teams blew scoring opportunities.

Utah’s first two drives ended on failed fourth-down conversions, the second on fourth and 1 at the Arizona 4 as 
White was tackled for a 1-yard loss, six plays after Carey fumbled at his own 28-yard-line.

Arizona was driving late in the second quarter and had a first and goal at the Utah 7, but Scott fumbled the 
handoff, and Nate Fakahafua recovered with 33 seconds left in the half.

Going against the Pac-12’s worst pass defense, Wilson had more yards passing in the first quarter (62) than he 
had in the entire game against Washington (55).

He also was much sharper, completing 11 of 15 passes for 133 in the first half and 28 of 40 overall.

Utah got on the board on a fake field goal. Holder Sellwood flipped the ball to place-kicker Coleman Petersen, 
who picked up a key block from Jake Murphy to get around right end for a 7-3 lead with 12:10 left in the 
second quarter.

TUCSON, Ariz. (AP) -- Todd Graham spent months talking to fans about what they 
wanted in his first season as Arizona State’s coach.

Their top priority: Beat Arizona.

The Sun Devils did just that, with a touch of flair to boot.

Adding an unexpected chapter to what’s become a wild rivalry, Arizona State scored 
24 points in the fourth quarter to beat Arizona 41-34 on Friday night and help Graham 
land the first blow against Wildcats coach Rich Rodriguez.

Trailing 27-17 after Arizona scored 18 points in the third quarter, the Sun Devils 
(7-5, 5-4 Pac-12) stormed back, turning two turnovers and a blocked punt into three 
touchdowns.

Jon Mora got the rally started with a field goal. Marion Grice, who ran for 156 yards, 
scored his third touchdown on a 4-yard run to tie the game after Keelan Johnson forced 
Arizona quarterback Matt Scott to fumble.

Kevin Ayers blocked a punt to set up Cameron Marshall for an 8-yard touchdown to give 
Arizona State the lead. Robert Nelson then returned an interception 66 yards before 
Michael Eubank’s 1-yard touchdown made it 41-27.

Even after Scott hit David Richards on a 17-yard touchdown pass in the final two min-
utes to cut the lead to seven, the Sun Devils didn’t let Arizona come up with the onside 
kick and ran out the clock.

The Wildcats (7-5, 4-5) thought they had it won.

Trailing by eight at halftime, Arizona went up 10 in the third quarter after Scott hit 
Aaron Hill on a 22-yard touchdown and Garic Wharton on a 40-yarder, and John Bonano 
kicked a 23-yard field goal.

The Wildcats just couldn’t hold on.

Arizona gave up the blocked punt in the fourth quarter, and Scott had two of his four 
turnovers -- an interception and a fumble -- in the final nine minutes to let the game 
slip away.

Ka’Deem Carey ran for 172 yards and a touchdown, and Scott threw for 230 yards and 
three touchdowns with three interceptions and the crucial fumble.

The only player on either team to get much going early, Carey passed Trung Canidate’s 
single-season school record of 1,602 yards rushing, set in 1999, on Arizona’s second 
drive, then launched himself over Arizona State safety Alden Darby for a 1-yard touch-
down run to cap it.

Bogged down early, Arizona State got going by picking off two of Scott’s passes. Grice 
followed both with touchdowns: a nifty 52-yard run and a score from 3 yards out to 
help the Sun Devils to a 14-9 halftime lead.

After that came the fireworks, the rivals trading big swings of momentum by combin-
ing for 52 points, 502 yards of offense and disparate emotions from teams that wanted 
this game more than any other this season.

2010 Valero Alamo Bowl – Oklahoma State 36, Arizona 10
SAN ANTONIO—No. 14 Oklahoma State kept Arizona’s offense out of the end zone 
and used four Wildcat turnovers to spoil the Pac-10’s first game in the bowl since 
its early years.

Arizona outgained the Cowboys 370 to 312 yards, holding the vaunted OSU of-
fense some 200 yards under its average. After an initial stop, however, Bug Wright 
fumbled the first punt of the game and gave OSU a short field for a 26-yard drive 
and the lead. The Cats were stopped on their next possession and OSU’s Brandon 
Weeden connected on a 71-yard toss to Justin Blackmon to add to the lead.

UA answered with a 63-yard drive to cut it to 14-7. After an exchange of posses-
sion a short UA punt set the Cowboys up at midfield and OSU settled for the first 
of three Dan Bailey FGs. On Arizona’s ensuing drive, Nick Foles was intercepted  by 
Markelle Martin and returned 62 yards for a score. Bailey missed the kick and it 
was 23-. UA took the ball inside the OSU 40 yard-line three times but could not 
score before halftime.

UA showed some life with an Alex Zendejas field goal in the third quarter to make 
it 23-10 but OSU answered with its longest drive of the night to make it 30-10. 
Another Foles’ interception near midfield set up a second Bailey field goal. Zende-
jas missed a 34-yarder minutes later in the fourth period, and Bailey knocked one 
home again for the final score. UA drove to the OSU 9 yard-line but could not cash 
in on 3rd- and 4th-and-1.

The Cats had 25 first downs to 17 by the Cowboys, held a 15-minute edge in time 
of possession but were one for three in the red zone, were sacked five times (to 
zero for UA), and suffered three interceptions and the fumbled punt for -4 turn-
over margin.

Receiver David Douglas took home the Fred Jacoby Sportsmanship Award for a 
6-catch, 91-yard evening while the bowl offensive MVP award went to Blackmon 
for eight receptions for 112 yards and two scores, and the defensive MVP honor 
went to OSU defensive back Martin for his key INT.

2009 Pacific Life Holiday Bowl - Nebraska 33, Arizona 0
SAN DIEGO—No. 20 Nebraska showed it was more than two ranking spots ahead 
of No. 22 Arizona by throttling the Wildcats, 33-0, in the Holiday Bowl. 

After developing a reputation for high-scoring games and crazy finishes, the bowl 
got the first shutout in its 32-year history. Zac Lee threw a 74-yard touchdown 
pass to Niles Paul in the third quarter to highlight the win, but it was only one 
moment in a dominating effort.  

The coaches expected a defensive game, and the Huskers delivered, earning their 
first shutout in 46 bowl appearances, plus held UA to 109 net yards. Arizona quar-
terback Nick Foles was harassed all night and had one of his toughest outings of 
the year, finishing with nine completions in 30 attempts, for a miniscule 48 yards. 

The Wildcats had the ball fourth-and-3 at the Nebraska 8-yard line with 1:41 to 
go, and eschewed a field goal, with safety P.J. Smith batting down Foles’ pass to 
preserve the shutout. Nebraska free safety Matt O’Hanlon intercepted Foles on the 
third play from scrimmage and returned it 37 yards to the Arizona 5. Lee scored 
on a 4-yard run two plays later. It was the fastest score in Holiday Bowl history, 
coming just 75 seconds in. 

Nebraska (10-4) got its first 10-win season since 2003. Nebraska’s Alex Henery set 
a Holiday Bowl record with four field goals, from 47, 50, 41 and 22 yards. Arizona 
finished 8-5. NU coach Bo Pelini earned bragging rights in Youngstown, Ohio, 
where he and UA coach Mike Stoops grew up and played at Cardinal Mooney High. 

2008 Pioneer Las Vegas Bowl - Arizona 31, BYU 21
LAS VEGAS—Arizona capped its best season in nine years with a solid effort 
against No. 17 Brigham Young, beating the Cougars 31-21 in the Pioneer Las Ve-
gas Bowl. 

The Cats took the first lead, set up by a 71-yard pass from Willie Tuitama to Ter-
rell Turner, added a Jason Bondzio 31-yard field goal a third of the way into the 
second quarter. 

Tuitama fumbled a low snap on the first play of the second half and BYU took a 
14-10 lead four minutes into the frame with the gift 27-yard drive. 	 A f t e r 
that, Arizona stalled once, missing a 3rd-and-1 opportunity, but turned right 
around for a defensive three-and-out and two plays later Tuitama’s 37-yard pass 
to Delashaun Dean struck put the Cats  back in the lead. 

The Cougs fought back with a 12-play, 39-yard drive, but missed a long field goal 
attempt. Tuitama hit successive passes of 19 and 17 yards, and after a five-yard 
gain by Nic Grigsby fired one down the seam to a streaking Chris Gronkowski for a 
27-yard score, making it 24-14 at the end of the period. 

Five minutes into the final period, Wildcat cornerback Marquis Hundley manned 
up and intercepted BYU’s Max Hall in the end zone, taking it out to the UA 18 
yard-line. Tuitama led a seven-play, 82-yard drive, sparked by a 27-yard run by 
Grigsby and a 23-yard pass to Turner, and then ran it in himself from six yards out 
for a 31-14 lead. Again the Cougars showed some of their 17th-ranked gumption, 
using eight Hall passes and two of his runs to get into the end zone quickly, and 
recovered an ensuing onside kick at the UA 48 yard-line. Hall drove BYU 28 yards, 
but Mitch Payne’s field goal attempt banged off the left upright with 2:07 left. 

The Cats ran the ball four times and then Tuitama scootched a three-yard pass to 
Mike Thomas on the final play of the game, giving the latter the Pac-10 career 
receiving record with his 259th reception as time expired. Dean led UA with seven 
catches for 88 yards to help Tuitama complete 24 of 35 throws for 325 yards and 
the game’s MVP award.  
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1998 Culligan Holiday Bowl - Arizona 23, Nebraska 20
SAN DIEGO—Arizona’s defense held the storied Nebraska option rushing attack 
to 87 net yards, and the No. 5-ranked Wildcats cranked up some tough-guy rush-
ing of their own to score 14 fourth-quarter points and beat the No. 14 Cornhusk-
ers, 23-20, in the 21st annual Culligan Holiday Bowl.

The Cats secured the school’s finest record in history and earned enough acclaim 
through their efforts in the game - the most watched of any college bowl game in 
ESPN history - to earn a final No. 4 ranking in both the Associated Press and USA 
Today/ESPN polls.

Unanimous All-America cornerback Chris McAlister cemented his reputation with 
an outstanding effort, intercepting two passes, one which turned the Huskers 
back on their final come-back try with less than four minutes remaining. He also 
had a 78-yard reverse punt return called back because of a questionable blocking 
call against Derek Hall.

Arizona trailed 13-9 at the half, and both teams struggled through five posses-
sions in the third quarter before UA’s Dennis Northcutt gave the Cats some decent 
field position with a 16-yard punt return to start a 10-play scoring drive. Trung 
Canidate rushed five times for 37 yards in the span, and Keith Smith completed 
passes of five yards to Northcutt and Paul Shields and topped it off with a 15-yard 
strike to Brad Brennan for the score.

Nebraska answered, though, and reclaimed the lead at 20-16 with an eight-play, 
88-yard drive, almost exclusively through the air.

With 10 minutes remaining, Smith opened UA’s next drive with a seven-yard pass 
to Shields, then the Cats ran the ball eight straight times for the nine-play, 68-
yard drive which netted the final score on a Kelvin Eafon one-yard plunge. Smith 
had runs of 20, eight and eight yards to set up the score.

UA halted the Huskers with McAlister’s second pick and then later used enough 
clock with a first down to force Nebraska to get the ball back with 34 seconds re-
maining. One short completion and three incompletions, and the game was over.

Canidate ran for 101 yards on 22 carries. Smith, who completed 11-of-19 passing 
for 143 yards and ran for 25 more, was named Holiday Bowl Offensive MVP. UA’s 
Mark McDonald, who was 8-17 in field goals during the regular season, was a big 
key with a perfect 3-for-3 day, including a career-long 48-yarder. NU outgained 
the Cats, but UA won the turnover battle and kicking game.

1997 Insight.com Bowl - Arizona 20, New Mexico 14
TUCSON—Four Wildcat interceptions helped seal a hard-fought victory for Ari-
zona over New Mexico in the ninth Insight.com Bowl, 20-14, before a crowd of 
49,385 in the Cats’ house, Arizona Stadium.
 
UA ran over the Lobos, using a 209-yard running attack featuring the quicker 
Trung Canidate and the bruising style of Kelvin Eafon on 43 of the team’s 81 plays. 
Canidate was named the game’s Most Outstanding Offensive Player with 97 yards 
and a touchdown on 24 carries, while Eafon earned the game’s Most Valuable 
Player award for his 75 yards and two touchdowns on 19 totes. Thirteen of his 
rushes came in the fourth quarter when Arizona used ball possession to turn back 
New Mexico efforts at a game-winning touchdown.
  
Arizona picked off four passes by UNM’s Graham Leigh—one in the first quarter 
by cornerback Chris McAlister, two in the third quarter by backup corner Kelvin 
Hunter and strong safety Rashee Johnson, and one in the fourth stanza by cor-
nerback Kelly Malveaux, who returned the ball 44 yards just as the Lobos were 
crossing midfield. It was Malveaux’ first interception of the year. Arizona outside 

linebacker Jimmy Sprotte earned the bowl’s Most Outstanding Defensive Player 
honor with nine tackles including four hits for losses of 12 yards. Inside linebacker 
Marcus Bell was the Cats’ leading tackler with 10. 
 
Arizona coach Dick Tomey gave fifth-year senior QB Brady Batten the start in 
the game. An injury early in the year cost him a shot at the every-day spot. He 
played all but the fourth quarter, when the nominal No. 1 guy for most of the year, 
Ortege Jenkins, came on.

1994 Freedom Bowl - Utah 16, Arizona 13
ANAHEIM—Utah used a 72-yard kickoff return to set up the winning touchdown, 
as the Utes upset No. 14 Arizona in the 11th annual Freedom Bowl, 16-13.  A 
crowd of 27,477 watched as the Cats used a stifling defense to hold Utah to only 
75 yards of total offense.  

Arizona quarterback Dan White connected with Ontiwaun Carter from 23 yards 
out to give the Cats the early lead.  After a White fumble deep in Arizona territory, 
Utah running back Charlie Brown scampered in from six yards out to tie the score.  

After a 44-yard field goal by Steve McLaughlin, the Cats had first-and-goal at the 
Utah 2-yard line, but two dropped passes by Tim Thomas and then Lamar Lovett 
in the end zone forced the Cats to kick a 20-yard field goal.  Late in the fourth 
quarter with Arizona leading 13-7, and Matt Peyton having to punt from his own 
end zone, the Cats gambled and took a safety as Peyton stepped out of the back 
of the end zone.  

On the ensuing kickoff, Cal Beck returned the ball to the Arizona 5-yard line. The 
Wildcat defense held the Utes on three straight downs to set up a fourth-and-
goal.  Quarterback Mike McCoy scrambled out of the pocket and was in the grasp 
of Chuck Osborne but managed to get the pass off and found Kevin Dyson in the 
corner of the end zone for the winning score.  A final UA drive ended in an inter-
ception.

The Cats recorded six sacks on the day, three of them by Tedy Bruschi, who earned 
Defensive MVP honors.  Chuck Osborne had two sacks, and Sean Harris led the 
team with nine tackles.

1994 IBM OS/2 Fiesta Bowl - Arizona 29, Miami 0
TEMPE—Arizona’s heralded “Desert Swarm” defense lived up to its name, and 
the Cats’ offensive attack nearly named its own price as UA thumped No. 10 Mi-
ami, 29-0, in IBM OS/2 Fiesta Bowl XXIII.

The convincing victory was the bowl’s only shutout in its 23-game history.

UA ran for 257 yards and one touchdown, passed for 152 yards and two touch-
downs, had three Steve McLaughlin field goals and held Miami to 182 yards in 
total offense. The Wildcats’ swarming defense limited the Canes to Fiesta Bowl 
record-lows of 22 rushes and 35 yards, plus picked off three Miami passes and 
sacked the quarterback four times.

Tailback Chuck Levy ran for 142 yards including a 68-yard scoring dash and earned 
Fiesta Bowl offensive MVP honors, while defensive end Tedy Bruschi recorded a 
sack and earned defensive MVP honors for UA.

UA jumped to a quick lead on its first possession, driving 75 yards with Dan White 
throwing a 13-yard TD pass to Troy Dickey. Arizona never looked back.
The Canes’ total offense was the second-lowest in Fiesta Bowl history, and the 
Arizona margin of victory was the second-largest in bowl history. Arizona enjoyed 
(1994 IBM OS/2 Fiesta Bowl Cont...)
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a time of possession advantage of 37:20 to 22:40 for Miami, another bowl record. 
Miami’s frustration was typified by its first possession, starting at its own 37-yard 
line. Three plays later the Canes punted on fourth-and-41 from their own 6-yard 
line. 

The game gave UA its first 10-victory season in 90 years of football, and its strong 
showing earned the Cats a No. 9 final ranking in the coaches poll and No. 10 in 
the media poll.

1992 Hancock Bowl - Baylor 20, Arizona 15
EL PASO—Arizona’s defense lived up to its billing on all but two plays; those 
spelled doom as Baylor’s big scoring passes helped beat the Cats, 20-15, in the 
John Hancock Bowl.

UA, which unleashed a no-huddle, wide-open passing attack, opened scoring 
with a Steve McLaughlin first-quarter field goal and increased the lead to 10-0 
with a 65-yard scoring drive capped by a George Malauulu quarterback draw for 
seven yards mid-way through the second quarter.

BU halfback Brandell Jackson hit Melvin Bonner for a 61-yard strike three minutes 
later, but Arizona answered with a 14-play drive to set up another McLaughlin 
field goal and take a 13-7 halftime lead.

The Bears, held to 47 yards rushing, went to the air and struck again with another 
Bonner TD catch for 69 yards from QB J.J. Joe. Shortly into the fourth period, the 
Bears capitalized on two Arizona fumbles in UA territory and cashed them in for 
two Terry Weir field goals and a 20-13 lead.

With time running out, Arizona held BU deep on fourth-and-eight, and punter 
Rhett Delaney took an intentional safety at 0:31. A Chuck Levy 27-yard kickoff 
return put the Cats in decent shape, and UA drove to the Baylor 28. Two passes 
from Malauulu into the end zone were incomplete although Heath Bray nearly 
snagged the game winner on the first try.

1990 Eagle Aloha Bowl - Syracuse 28, Arizona 0
HONOLULU—Marvin Graves ran for two touchdowns and passed for another 
score as Syracuse embarrassed Arizona, 28-0, in the ninth Eagle Aloha Bowl game 
in rain-drenched Aloha Stadium.

Graves scored on a pair of 5-yard runs and threw 47 yards to Terry Richardson and 
6 yards to Chris Gedney as the Orangemen ran their record to 7-4-2.  Arizona fell to 
7-5. The shutout snapped Arizona’s 214-game scoring streak, the second longest 
scoring streak in NCAA history.  The last time the Cats were shut out was a 31-0 
defeat by Arizona State in 1971.

The Orangemen drove 65 yards in 13 plays following the opening kickoff with 
Graves scoring on a quarterback draw from the five with 8:35 left in the first quar-
ter.  

Syracuse made it 14-0 with 2:22 remaining in the half as Richardson slipped be-
hind the Cat pass defense for an easy 47-yard reception. Arizona tried to get back 
into the game in 

the third quarter, twice reaching the Orangemen 35-yard line.  But both drives 
died, and Syracuse put the game away in the fourth quarter with two long 
marches.

Graves was selected as Syracuse’s most valuable player, and cornerback Todd Bur-
den, who had two interceptions and caused a fumble, was selected as Arizona’s 
most valuable player. The week-long inclement weather put a damper on many 

activities and caused many ticket purchasers to stay at home. There were 32,217 
tickets sold but only 14,185 attended the game.

1989 Copper Bowl - Arizona 17, North Carolina State 10
TUCSON—Arizona cashed in on big plays to defeat North Carolina State, 17-10, 
before an Arizona Stadium crowd of 37,237 in the inaugural Copper Bowl.  The 
Wildcats were dominated statistically, 310 yards to 130 yards including a season-
low 50 yards on the turf. However, two unlikely heroes, Olatide Ogunfiditimi and 
Scott Geyer, made the big plays to pull out the victory.

In the first stanza, neither team could sustain drives, but the Cats got on the board 
first as Ronald Veal found a double-covered Ogunfiditimi 37 yards down field for a 
7-0 advantage. The second quarter proved more magical as Geyer, the Defensive 
MVP, intercepted Shane Montgomery and raced 85 yards for a score.

But the Wolfpack had a magic wand of their own as Montgomery, the Offensive 
MVP, capped a 56-yard, nine-play drive with a four-yard touchdown toss to full-
back Todd Varn to cut the lead, 14-7. The half ended with a Gary Coston 34-yard 
field goal. Score: 17-7.

The second half included a Damon Hartman 43-yarder to inch the Pack closer, 17-
10.  However the New Year brought a little luck to the Cats, as Montgomery just 
missed a diving Chris Williams over the middle for the possible tying touchdown 
with 1:02 left.

Arizona Dick Tomey notched a victory in his first-ever bowl game in 13 years as 
a head coach.  The Wildcats finished 8-4 on the season, and the Wolfpack closed 
at 7-5.

1986 Aloha Bowl - Arizona 30, North Carolina 21
HONOLULU—Arizona capitalized on big defensive plays to coast to its first-ever 
post-season victory, 30-21, over North Carolina. All-America free safety Chuck 
Cecil was the ring-leader of the Cat defense that forced five fumbles with bone-
jarring hits.

The Arizona offense showed spark as well. David Adams closed his sterling career 
with 81 yards rushing and a touchdown and three catches for 77 yards. Offensive 
MVP Alfred  Jenkins finished 12-of-28 passing for 187 yards and a score.

But it was coach Larry Smith’s defense which made the big plays to set up points. 
A Jim Birmingham fumble recovery led to a 31-yard Gary Coston field goal to be-
gin the attack. Later, Boomer Gibson partially blocked a punt, and the Cats put 
seven more on the board with an Adams one-yard scamper. Danny Lockett’s sack 
of Mark Maye caused a fumble, and the Cats cashed in with another Coston three-
pointer for a 13-0 halftime lead.

It was more of the same in the third quarter. Arizona’s Jeff Valder booted a 52-yard 
field goal to set an Aloha Bowl record. Then Cecil clobbered Jonathan Hall, and 
Jerry Beasley recovered the subsequent fumble at the Tar Heel 30. Jenkins found 
Jon Horton from 13 yards out for the quick score. Another Tar Heel fumble led to 
Greathouse’s five-yard scoring run, and the Cats were in control.

1985 Sun Bowl - Arizona 13, Georgia 13
EL PASO—Arizona and Georgia each failed on late field goal attempts leaving the 
teams tied, 13-13, and the record Sun Bowl crowd of 52,203 going home with an 
empty feeling.

The teams battled on even terms for a half with Georgia’s Steve Crumley booting 
a 37-yard field goal and Arizona’s Max Zendejas adding a 22-yarder after an ap-
parent Arizona touchdown was nullified by penalty.

The third quarter belonged to coach Larry Smith’s troops, who drove 34 yards with 
the second-half kickoff before Zendejas nailed a 52-yard field goal.  The Wildcats 
expanded the margin to 13-3 with 3:30 left to play in the stanza, as Martin Ru-
dolph picked off a James Jackson pass and bolted 35 yards for a touchdown.

Georgia took the ensuing kickoff and drove to the Arizona 28, where Davis Jacobs 
kicked a 45-yarder to begin the Bulldog rally. Two plays later, James DeBow fum-
bled, and Georgia’s Tony Flack recovered to set up Lars Tate’s game-tying 2-yard 
run. Jacobs missed a 44-yarder with 1:14 to play. The Cats then used a 25-yard 
David Adams run to give Zendejas a 39-yard try with :10 remaining. However, his 
attempt was wide-right and short.

Zendejas and Georgia center Peter Anderson won outstanding player honors.  Ari-
zona finished the season at 8-3-1, while Georgia wound up 7-3-2.

1979 Fiesta Bowl - Pittsburgh 16, Arizona 10
TEMPE—The 10th-ranked Pittsburgh Panthers survived a late rally and hung on 
to defeat Arizona, 16-10, in the 1979 Fiesta Bowl.

A national television audience was able to watch superb defensive play on both 
sides. Arizona’s defense held Pitt to 299 yards, while the offense dented the Pan-
ther’s nationally-ranked defense for 317 yards.

Pitt led 6-0 at halftime on the strength of 46-and 36-yard field goals by the 
game’s most valuable offensive player, Mark Schubert. Arizona moved the ball 
well, but couldn’t get the one big play it needed. The Cats drove to Pitt’s 37, 26 
and 22, but came up empty each time. 

The Cats’ trouble came on key plays. Midway through the first period, they were 
stopped on fourth-and-two at the Pitt 21.  Arizona managed to get on the board 
late in the third period on a 38-yard field goal by Brett Weber, but Pitt answered 
with a touchdown to expand its lead to 13-3.
 
The Panthers appeared to have wrapped up the game when Schubert kicked his 
third field goal of the day with 8:02 left.  But the Cats reached into their bag of 
tricks to get back in the game. From the Pitt 47, fullback Hubie Oliver took a pitch 
and launched a pass down field to Greg Jackson who caught it at the Panther one. 
Oliver scored on the next play.

The outcome was in doubt until Terry White picked off a Jim Krohn pass with :58 
remaining. Arizona’s David Liggins was voted the game’s most valuable defensive 
player on the strength of two key interceptions of Dan Marino passes to thwart 
Panther drives.

1968 Sun Bowl - Auburn 34, Arizona 10
EL PASO—Arizona battled Auburn on even terms for one half, but within a period 
of seven minutes in the second half, the Tigers scored 24 points to crush the Wild-
cats, 34-10, before 32,302 weather-beaten fans and a national television audi-
ence in the 34th annual Sun Bowl.

Auburn had taken the lead, 10-0, on a John Riley 52-yard field goal, tying a Sun 
Bowl record, and a 65-yard touchdown pass from All-SEC quarterback Loran 
Carter to Mickey Zofko.  But the Cats were fit to be tied as Steve Hurley booted a 
37-yarder after both teams exchanged turnovers. Arizona held Auburn on fourth 
down with under two minutes left in the half, and Arizona’s Bruce Lee went to 
work. Two first-down pass completions set up a 12-yard toss to Hal Arnason in the 
end zone, tying the score 10-10 at the half.
 

In the third quarter, Auburn took the lead and didn’t look back as Tommy Taylor 
scampered nine yards to put the Tigers up 17-10. Then Buddy McClinton inter-
cepted Lee for the third time in the game and raced 32 yards to score. Auburn’s 
next possession produced a dazzling Carter to Tim Christian 42-yard touchdown 
pass. Riley then kicked a 41-yard field goal to secure the victory with 11:14 left.

Auburn’s Buddy McClinton was voted MVP of the game, and All-America tackle 
Dave Campbell was honored as the outstanding lineman.

1949 Salad Bowl - Drake 14, Arizona 13
PHOENIX—Arizona couldn’t overcome crucial mistakes, and the Drake Bulldogs 
triumphed, 14-13, before a crowd of 14,000 in nostalgia-filled Montgomery sta-
dium.

The fiesty Midwesterners were outgained by coach Miles Casteel’s troops, 355 
yards to 206, but the Cats had two fumbles and an interception that ended any 
hope for a victory.  Drake built a 14-7 halftime lead on the strength of Frank 
Metzger’s 1-yard run and Floyd Miller’s interception of Ed Wolgast for a 20-yard 
score. The Cats got on the board with a 15-yard Wolgast rollout.

Arizona roared back in the second half, as running back Charlie Hall romped 79 
yards with the third quarter kickoff.  The Cats failed to score on their first thrust 
after the thrilling return, but after an exchange of punts, the durable Wolgast tal-
lied his second touchdown.

Drake carried the luck on this afternoon.  Arizona’s Wrinfred Tackett, one of the 
Border-Conference’s top extra-point kickers, booted the pigskin against the left 
upright, the ball bounced away from the goal posts, and Drake escaped with a 
one-point margin.  

Wolgast finished the day with 133 yards rushing, eight yards more than Drake’s 
team total.

1921 East-West Christmas Classic -Centre (Ky.) 38, Arizona 0
SAN DIEGO—A dominating squad from Centre (Ky.) College splashed to a 38-0 
victory over Arizona in front of several thousand rain-soaked fans, spoiling Ari-
zona’s first-ever bowl game appearance.

The Praying Colonels held the Cats to zero first downs in the first half, and Arizona 
was unable to maintain a good drive throughout the game.

Centre’s Red Roberts, one of Walter Camp’s first All-America ends, scored the first 
touchdown five minutes into the match. Later, All-American Alvin (Bo) McMillin 
went over the right tackle for another score. Centre led 18-0 at the half. 

 The second half was much the same, as Centre dominated every phase. Just as Ar-
izona was mounting a drive late in the third stanza, an interception ended West-
ern hopes, and the Wildcat defense was unable to halt the potent Eastern attack. 
Centre’s Herb Covington scored on a punt return and a sweep to seal the victory.
